Message

EVERYDAY STE\XWARDSHIP -
RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY MOMENTS
Is It the Thought That Counts?

I can remember times when | received a gift that | would not have
chosen for myself. At those times | certainly thought to myself that
“it was the thought that counts.” | was happy that the gift-giver
thought of me at all. Then there have been times when my children
have not given me a gift and then chose to tell me all about what
they were going to give me. They would then follow it up by saying,
“it was the thought that really counts.” Really!?! | don’t think so. |
could think of sending my wife on a cruise, but that is not in any way
the same as going on the cruise. | think there are times when all of us
think we are more generous than we are, simply because we were
thinking about being generous.

This way of thinking can be dangerous. Jesus teaches us to say what
we mean and mean what we say. The intentionality of our actions is
important, but intentionality without action is meaningless. How we
act and what we give serves as evidence of our intentions and
indicates where our heart truly lies. If we fool ourselves into thinking
we are someone we are not, it can become difficult to see the truth.
We need to look for the fruit in our lives. We need to make sure our
desires and thoughts are moving us to act. You know that other
saying about intentions, don’t you? Don’t pave the road to a place
no one wants to end up with your intentions. Instead, let your
intentions and actions lead others to another place where Jesus can
be found.

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Stewardship Corner

Is it better to not want to do something and still do it, or say you’ll
do something and not? Today’s gospel is such an intriguing story of
two sons who respond with juxtaposing words and actions. It’s
really a view into obedience and doing God’s will. If you compare
that with the second reading, we see the obedience of Jesus as “he
emptied himself, taking the form of a slave...he humbled himself,
becoming obedient to the point of death”. He was obedient to the
point of death. He followed God’s will all the way to the cross. |
don’t know about you, but this is so challenging to me! Can | unite
my will with God'’s, no matter the cost?

Over the last several months I've been reading through the Old
Testament and | am continually amazed at the lack of obedience

of the Israelite people. But are we so different from our old-time
brothers and sisters? Now, | know that obedience might be a

“dirty word”. In our country and culture, obedience is not typically
something that is highly esteemed. It is evident in phrases such as
“you do you” and “to each their own” that tell of how relativism has
seeped into our everyday thoughts. But God wants our minds to be
one with His mind, our hearts to be one with His heart. We are
meant to be as obedient as Jesus. What does that look like? It
requires us to also empty ourselves and take the form of a slave.
Again, this is hard, but when we can empty ourselves of what is not
God, then we allow God to fill us with his love.

When we look at the two sons, we know that doing God'’s will is
accomplished through both mind and action. | love the song “So Will
1 (100 Billion Xs)” by Hillsong United. Look it up. One of the lines says
“If all creation obeys you so will I...” Creation cannot help but obey
God. We have been gifted with free will. But | can assure you that
doing God'’s will always brings us more joy than following our own
way. It reminds me, and hopefully you, that God has created this
amazing world for you. He died, for you. In the words of the song,
He would do it again “a hundred billion times.”

Lastly, something to ponder: If God did not spare His own Son from

suffering, do we think that He will spare us? Rather, we have a most
-loving, compassionate God who has entered into our suffering. He

is with us there. All He asks is our obedience.

with what voice to follow. We
acknowledge the presence of God, the
existence of the Trinity, the priority of the
Gospel, and the virtues and values they
embody. Yet, even with all of that truth,
knowledge, and tradition behind us, we
think we know better. When confronted
with a decision, we easily dismiss what we
know we ought and need to do and
entertain responses that stem from lesser
desires and wants. We eventually may
come around and realize that what God
asks us to do is what we need to do, even
if it wasn’t our original intention. God
accepts our return to Him with joy. What
becomes dishonest is deceiving ourselves,
God, and others by originally saying yes to
what we know we need (and are asked to
do) and willfully doing something else.
