As we approach Holy Week, we wanted everyone to know about
some changes to how things are normally run in order to maintain
social distancing and safety protocols

Palm Sunday

Normally we would gather in the gathering space and process in;
however, this year, as you come into church you will receive a palm
branch from ushers and then be seated. Deacon Joe and Fr. Dan will
sprinkle palms as they process in, so hold up your palms during the
procession!

Holy Thursday

In order to keep safety protocols we will omit washing of feet this
year. The procession of the Blessed Sacrament at the end of Mass
will only be the server, Deacon Joe, and Fr. Dan.

Good Friday

Veneration of the Cross will be different than in years past. Deacon
Joe will bring the cross in front of each section of pews. Parishioners
are encouraged to make a sign of veneration in their pew: a pro-
found bow, a genuflection, kneeling, or out-stretched arms.

*We will be taking a collection for the Holy Land like in years past.
Please leave donations in the receptacles when entering/leaving
church. Thank you!

Easter Vigil

Candles will be handed out as you enter church. Parishioners are
encouraged to be seated like a normal weekend Mass as there will
not be a gathering outside. Candles will be lighted in a sequence by
ushers and then collected after the singing of the Exsultet.

Easter Sunday

There will be required registration at St. Bruno’s due to the limited
seating and no required registration at St. Paul’s.

Stewardship: Belong, Believe, Become
Recently, the song “Love Has Won” by Citizen Way has been one
of my favorites and has helped soothe my frustrations in certain
situations. The song (listen to it sometime!) reminds me that even
though we find ourselves in battles throughout life that ultimately
God has won the war. This is not just a beautiful sentiment. God
has done everything He can to show His love to us. He has come
down to earth in the form of His Son and bore our iniquities to re-
deem us. We all know the story of Holy Week. Often, BELIEVING
with our heads is much easier than allowing truth to penetrate our
hearts. Do we BELIEVE God'’s love for us deep in our hearts?

I read the phrase “disposition of heart” in an article and the idea
keeps coming back into my mind. The disposition of our hearts is
what allows our BELIEF in the goodness of God to move from our
heads to our hearts. But we do not have to overcome this on our
own. Psalm 51 says “A clean heart create for me, O God, and a
steadfast spirit renew within me.” We can ask God to help us have
a rightly disposed heart and a spirit open to His love. Ask and be
open!

No matter the circumstance you might be going through, Jesus has
won the war against sin and death. And that will always be Good
News... we just have to BELIEVE it.

Fun Facts for Catholic Kids of ALL Ages

Confession, why is it so hard to say “I'm sorry”?
Encourage repentance-(regret or remorse for
sin.) Church doctrine states that we are bound to
confess our sins once a year. CCC1457 Lent is the
perfect time for the Sacrament of Reconciliation.
Teach your child that repenting for their sins will
lead to a closer relationship with God. They may not
understand the value of seeking forgiveness at first. However, by
encouraging your child to admit to and apologize for their mischief
(fighting with another child, saying bad words, not telling the truth),
you can help them grow into a more mature person.
Remind them how it usually feels better to “come clean” after
withholding the truth or telling lies to cover up lies. This same
feeling of relief and connection can happen when you admit your
failings to God and ask for forgiveness. Remind them of the great
love that God has for us! He sent is only Son Jesus-who took our sins
to the cross for each of us, that we might have eternal life.

JEREMIAH utters the great oracle:

A NEW COVENANT
This is the covenant that | will make...1 will place my law within
them and write it upon their hearts; | will be their God, and they
shall be my people...All, from least to greatest, shall know me, says
the Lord, for | will forgive their evildoing and remember their sin no
more.
Jeremiah’s oracle is coming approximately 700 years BEFORE Jesus’
birth. Reread that passage with these notes in mind from The New
Jerome Biblical Commentary about Jeremiah’s oracle: Sin during
Jeremiah’s time “has been the second nature of the people of God.
For the Israelites, HEART refers to human intelligence and will
power...the new covenant has to be situated on the side of
humankind itself [not just on stone tablets], created with the power
to fulfill the plans God has for it.”

When we stop to ponder this covenant, to access it in quiet and
reverent awe, we find it written on our hearts because we BELONG

to Him. When we really stop to think about the love of the Father
GIVING US HIS SON, the one who loves us NO MATTER WHAT, we
BELIEVE. Inthe Gospel, Jesus tells his friends: Whoever serves me
must follow me. The new covenant was created with the power to
fulfill the plans God has for us to BECOME the person He created us
to be.

The same God who fashioned a creature to build an
amazingly engineered paper wasp nest with this
incredible detail, also created YOU - for a much
greater purpose! The one who loves YOU, forgives
e YOU, died for YOU, calls YOU to follow Him.
