What is the Triduum? 

�

This is the most important Gme in our liturgical year, from the    

evening of Holy Thursday to the evening of Easter Sunday. �

The single celebraGon of the Triduum marks the end of the Lenten 

season, and leads to the Mass of the ResurrecGon of the Lord at the 

Easter Vigil. The liturgical services that take place during the                 

Triduum are: Holy Thursday Mass of the Lord's Supper, Good Friday 

of the Lord's Passion, Easter Vigil on Saturday evening�Mass of the 

ResurrecGon of the Lord. Source: USCCB.org �

Honor Holy Week together.�The last week before Easter is                                        

especially important. Make sure your child knows that this last            

porGon of Lent leads up to the celebraGon of Easter.�

Palm Sunday marks Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem to cheering crowds, 

but that within a few days many of those same people would turn 

against him. Explain that this shows how quickly anyone can                 

succumb to the temptaGons of evil and turn away from God.�

Use Holy (Maundy) Thursday to tell the story of the night before 

Jesus died, and how he chose to spend his Last Supper with his 

“family” of disciples. Consider making a family meal to remember 

the words of the Last Supper. (Ma$hew 26:17�29; Mark 14:12�25; 

Luke 22:7�38) �

Make special note of Good Friday.�The day that Jesus died is a sad 

one for ChrisGans, but you can sGll make it resonate with a child. 

Discuss the details of the crucifixion in an age�appropriate fashion, 

and focus on the sacrifice Jesus made for everyone and the glory he 

knew was to come a7erward. �

Paint eggs together, but point out that you aren’t just making some-

thing for the Easter Bunny. Eggs represent the promise of new life, 

and believers can focus on Jesus’ coming rebirth even as they re-

member his death.�

End Holy Week by looking to the joy of Easter.�Explain to your child 

that on Saturday, we celebrate the evening Easter vigil. It’s also a 

Gme that we welcome new Catholics into our parish family. �
