Living Bread Of Life 
 

Sometimes, what we mistake for bread, turns out to be 
junk. Sort of like some of our emails. We look for life, 
in things, activities or other people, believing our happi-
ness depends on them. Regularly, disappointment fol-
lows: this “bread” we have devoured has stunted our 
spiritual growth.  Today’s readings remind us of the 
need for food to sustain our bodies, for life.  We also see 
a need for spiritual food to sustain our souls.  Jesus of-
fers nothing less than a share in his own life. It feeds us 
with wisdom, courage and honesty.   
 

During the Hebrew people’s desert wanderings, manna 
served a temporary purpose: to provide sustenance on a 
daily basis, not to be hoarded. But while manna ensured 
the survival of the Chosen People, it did not immunize 
them from death. In naming himself the Bread of Life, 
Jesus distinguishes himself from the manna which sus-
tained his ancestors. He is both our daily bread and the 
source of all spiritual nourishment. To eat this bread is 
an act of faith, of hope and of love; it is to participate in 
the divine life. And so we pray, Give us this day our 
daily bread . . . And to that we say, “Amen!”
