Now What About You?

But who do you say that I am? In the Gospel, Jesus
asks this question of all his disciples, even today. He
asks it of you and me who call ourselves his followers.
Those of us who call him “Lord and Savior”. Those of
us who call him “The Center of my Life”. Those of us
who call him “Teacher” or “Master” or “King”. Words
may impress, but they have little substance without ac-
tion.

The teaching found in James about faith and works gets
its full force at this point: faith without the work of the
Passion is not Christian faith at all. A person whose faith
involves the hope that he will be safe and avoid loss,
will lose everything.

If I am concerned with getting ahead at all cost, or ob-
sessed with insurance policies or seeking the advice of
psychics or eloquent writers, I have left out Jesus.

On the other hand, when we see Christians going out of
their way to reach out to those in need, putting their own
interests and security aside for the sake of love, then we
have some idea as to who Jesus is for them.

True disciples focus on serving others; they don’t have
to resort to words.
