Feast of the dedication of the                                 
Lateran Basilica, November 9 

The Lateran Basilica, was formerly Constantine's 
imperial palace and is now one of the four major 
basilicas of Rome and the pope's cathedral as Bishop of 
Rome; its full title is the Patriarchal Basilica of the Most 
Holy Savior and St. John the Baptist at the Lateran.  The 
property was donated to the church by Constantine.  The 
basilica and papal dwelling served as the official 
residence of the popes from the fourth century until the 
removal to Avignon in 1309.
