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We are Empowered

Yet again, we have a story in the Gospel today about
a subject that challenges us even today, in some ways no
different than those who approached Jesus. We live in a
culture that encourages us to think about ourselves at the
risk of others, especially if we think that they have of-
fended us or owe us.

Yet, how do we know for sure? Just because we feel
bad does not mean we have been wronged. This pas-
sage we hear today has at times been misused rather
selfishly.

We try to apply it as a “I’m right and they’re wrong
and that’s it” mentality. Real life is seldom that simple.
The wisdom in Jesus’ advice is not for us to be con-
demning the offender unless they repent. The wisdom is
to go and talk to the person who is our brother or sister
and check things out. It may simply be a misunderstand-
ing; or we ourselves may in fact be wrong. This pas-
sage is all about clearing the air, not sanitizing the ene-
my.

Where is the wisdom in all this? What is God’s ad-
vice; no, what is His commandment? Today’s Gospel
ends with Jesus saying that when two or three are gath-
ered in his name He will be there. Communicating with
those whom we are at odds with is just such a gathering
in the name of Christ. Jesus’ presence, He himself, is
how we are empowered to bring about harmony. In the
words of that old classic song, “let there be peace on
earth and let it begin with me.”
