Clergy Reflection 
 
Messiah Sent From God 
 

Today as we bring the season of Christmas to a close, 
we look for these days of joy which we have been expe-
riencing to remain with us, to continue throughout the 
year. Unfortunately, sometimes we don’t know where to 
look. The obvious signs and symbols of joy are put 
away in attics, garages and the back of our minds, out of 
sight, out of mind. So we look elsewhere for joy in spir-
itual guidance. Unfortunately we look to something or 
someone who “appears” to represent enlightenment or 
God. We again hear in today’s gospel from John the 
Baptist, a true spiritual guide. He makes it clear, as he 
points to who truly is, our model and guide and Messiah 
sent from God. Then, those who heard him, answer. One 
was Andrew, the first missionary.  He didn’t have to sail 
off to Africa.  He simply went down the road to find his 
brother Simon and brought him to Jesus.  Andrew went 
close by and brought good news to Simon.  Simon, 
when he finally meets Jesus receives a new name.  Si-
mon’s new name is now Peter or Rock.  Simon did not 
make or earn this name – yet.  He was not yet a rock or 
a firm foundation.  Jesus looked into his soul and knew 
that he was Peter, solid.  Simon would later live into that 
name.                                                                                                   
 

What names have we made for ourselves?  This is who 
we are right now at this time in our life, for better or 
worse.  We may want to keep our name or not.  Howev-
er, we have another name.  Just as Jesus did for Peter, he 
is also looking into our souls and sees who we will be.  
He is looking ahead and naming us.  Let us close our 
eyes and look within and see what Jesus sees and accept 
our new name. So let’s begin this ordinary time doing 
the extraordinary, by recognizing to whom John points 
us to.

Stamps for Correctional Ministry 
 

As part of the parish Mercy Festival, in January, 
2021,  “Forever” stamps are being collected for use in 
Archdiocesan Ministry to the Incarcerated.  The US 
Flag stamp is preferred.  Rolls or books of US Flag 
Forever stamps may be dropped into the Sunday 
collection or may be brought to the Parish 
Office.  These stamps for the Correctional 
Ministry  Office will help to make written 
communications possible for the incarcerated, their 
families, after-release programs, and other outreach 
work to help ex-felons stay out of prison.  God gives 
second chances. This kind of support is especially 
needed in these troubled times. 
 

 

Property Improvements:                  
 

Thank you to all the dedicated parishioners who 
regularly contribute to our Improvement Fund.  All 
these monies go toward the improvement of our 
facilities.  During the past 6 months we have been able 
to replace the lights in the East parking lot with LED 
lights ($4,200), replace the A/C unit in the Bride’s room 
and Infant’s room ($6,980), repair the sidewalk at the 
west entrance (work performed by maintenance staff), 
make repairs on the roof of the Social Ministry building 
(work performed by maintenance staff)  and trim the 
trees on the property that were overgrown and might 
cause roof damage ($2,500).   We continue to plan for 
future improvements to the driveways and parking lots, 
clean the gutters on both buildings, and add a sealant to 
the flat top roof over the parish hall and offices.  Other 
projects that are awaiting funding are the replacement of 
all the lights in our sanctuary and chapel ($50,000), 
inspecting and cleaning all the drains connected to our 
sewer lines (cost undetermined),  replacing the large            
A/C unit on the east side of the church (to be covered by 
IGNITE funds) and the smaller unit at the front west 
side of the church (received a donation for this 
unit).  Our buildings are aging and with age comes 
increased maintenance costs.  Your donations to the 
Improvement Fund are wisely spend to maintain the 
operation of our facilities.
