FULFILLMENT

It is interesting that during the Easter season, when
we do not hear a reading from the Old Testament, it
becomes so important. This is particularly true to-
day. Peter’s speech begins with a prayer formula
familiar to Jews: “The God of Abraham . ..” (Acts
3:13). It likewise contains the potent phrases “Holy
and Righteous One” and “mouth of all the proph-
ets” (3:14, 18). Peter was stating in no uncertain
terms that the law, psalms, and prophets had been
fulfilled in Christ. This is reinforced by Jesus him-
self in the Gospel passage, when he states that eve-
rything in the scriptures (to the early Christians “the
scriptures” were what we call the Old Testament)
had to be fulfilled. Above all, Jesus and Peter both
emphasize that we are witnesses to all of this, and
are sent forth to bear witness to it in the world. The
Latin Missa, from which our word “Mass” comes,
means “sent” (as in “mission”). As we leave Mass
today, let us remember to be witnesses to all that
has been fulfilled in the risen Christ.

Gospel — Thus it is written that the Christ would suffer
and rise from the dead on the third day (Luke 24:35-48).

Lighting A Candle

The custom of making a donation for the poor and
lighting a candle in church has been a part of
Catholic piety for a long time. It probably goes
back to the pre-electric times when lighting lamps
and candles was a practical necessity for reading
music and scriptures in dark churches. In modern
times, it has remained a quaint and beloved custom
not entirely devoid of difficulties, e.g. cleaning wax
-dribbled candle stands, preventing fire hazards,
deterring would-be thieves from stealing the candle
money, and paying the sales tax on money made
from the sales of candles. The symbolism of this
custom, though, is deeply rooted in the Catholic
psyche.

The candle flame symbolizes Christ, the Light of
the World. The candle, which is consumed as it
gives light, symbolizes Christ who gave His life so
as to be the Light of the World. The donations
made in connection with lighting a candle help the
parish to do its work in the world. The custom of
making offerings for the poor and lighting candles
in honor of the Blessed Virgin Mary continues here
at St. Justin Martyr Parish.

The candle stands are located in the narthex.
Please pick up a candle from the front desk and
make your donation there. Please use the lighters
provided to light a candle.
