11 Tips to make Mass more meaningful

The Mass is the greatest prayer known to mankind, but it doesn’t always feel that way.  Here are a few practices
that can help you enter into the Mass with interest and devotion.

3: When your mind wanders …
Look at the crucifix or the tabernacle if your mind wanders. This could help you stop “saying the prayers” and start
praying them. While you look, listen to the liturgy or the words of the hymns. Those words are your way back in.

4: If you are afraid to go deeper at Mass, ask why.
Often sins in our lives are at the root of our fear to be intimate with God. If we sincerely ask to be allowed to see
and confront the weaknesses that hold us back, we can recognize them and bring them to confession.

Fasting  requires that only one full meal be taken per day.  Two other smaller meals may be taken during the day to maintain
physical strength, but these two meals together should not equal a full meal in quantity.  Nor is there eating between meals. 
Fasting obliges all those who have reached the age of 18 and continues to oblige through the age of 59.  Those who are not
specifically obliged to fast are encourage to join in the discipline of fasting to the extent that they are able.

Abstinence  prohibits individuals from eating meat on a particular day. Abstinence obliges all those who have reached the
age of 14 and continues to oblige throughout their lives.  Those who are not specifically obliged to abstain from eating meat
are encouraged to join in the discipline of abstaining to the extent that they are able.

ASH WEDNESDAY and GOOD FRIDAY  are days of Fasting and Abstinence . 
FRIDAYS in Lent  are days of Abstinence

Easter  Duty  Catholics are obliged to receive Holy Communion at least once during the Easter Season (from Ash Wednesday
to Trinity Sunday). Anyone who has committed a mortal sin is also obliged to go to Confession prior to receiving Communion.

 
Lenten  Practices  There is a tradition that we do something different during Lent. The tradition suggests that this be
something in addition to what we ordinarily do. Some common practices are going to daily Mass during Lent (or at least one
extra day a week), going to Confession, participating in the Holy Week liturgies or some form of almsgiving (such as the mite
can which can be used to collect any monies saved by fasting and donated to the poor at the end of Lent).
