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Parish Needs

Support of Local Parish Projects

The main purpose of the We Are Living
Stones Campaign is to strengthen our
parish communities. The physical needs of
our parish now and into the future are of
great concern.

It is projected that the parishes of the
Archdiocese will need almost $125
Million over the next ten years to en-
sure that the 1,100 church, school and
rectory buildings, parish centers, min-
istry offices and other buildings where
we engage in the work of the Church
are kept in good condition.

Once a parish has reaches their Works of
Mercy target, then 50% of all funds raised

return back to the parish while
simultaneously funding additional case
elements that both directly and indirectly
benefit our parishes.

The indirect parish support is as follows:

* Parish Renewal Fund
* Tuition Assistance Endowment

* Retired Priest Care and Medical

Needs Endowment

* Seminarian Support Endowment

When combined with the direct $40 million
in support to the parishes, these items make

up over 80% of the funding that will be
generated by this Campaign.

What will we do with our portion
of the campaign proceeds?

our Total Campaign Goal.

Here at St. Therese of Lisieux, we have the potential
to receive at least $380,498 if we reach our Total
Campaign Goal.

We will use our proceeds to address the following
needs:

Replacing the boiler in the Parish Office
Replacing the interior doors of the Church
Repairing the roof of the school
Replacing the AC unit of the school
Replacing the organ

in mind as you make your commitment, that the
Annual Appeal will not be conducted separately in
2015. However, the Sharing God’s Blessings Appeal
will return in 2016.
