Great news everyone! Bishop Provost 
has lifted the suspension of public 
Masses in our Diocese! 

Please remember that "the faithful remain dispensed from 
the obligation to attend Mass on Sundays and holy days 
of obligation."   
 
Nevertheless, those who wish to attend Holy Mass will 
have the opportunity to do so (while respecting the most 
recent directives from our Bishop). 
 
Since we are currently limited to 10 people per 
Mass including the Priest and assisting minister (Deacon 
or Server), our parishioners will have to make a reserva-
tion by calling the Cathedral office (337-436-7251) during 
office hours (Monday-Friday, 8:30 am to 4:30 pm) .  We 
cannot take reservations any other way, i.e. text, email, 
online, Facebook, Flocknote, etc.  You can make a reser-
vation only for yourself and your immediate family mem-
bers.   
 
In order to give a chance to as many of our parishioners 
as possible to attend Holy Mass, you may register for a 
Mass only once during the period from May 1-14.  When 
you call, the Receptionist will ask you how 
many people will be attending and the name of each at-
tendee.  You may request for a specific date and time, but 
if it is already full, you can work with the Receptionist to 
find a Mass that still has available slots.   
 
You may register to attend any of the Masses below:

Confessions will be available outside (in the day chapel) 
every Friday at 11 am, Saturday at 3 pm, and 30 minutes 
before all the other Masses.  
 
The Cathedral will remain open for individual visits and 
private prayers Monday through Friday from 1 pm to 5 pm 
as well as Sunday afternoon from 1 pm to 4 pm . Satur-
days will be reserved for Baptisms, Weddings, etc. 
 
When you arrive at the Cathedral for your scheduled 
Mass: 
 
1.  Make sure you (and each member of your family) wear 
a face mask from the time you leave your car, throughout 
the entire Mass (except for Holy Communion), until you 
return to your car.  The Cathedral does not have masks 
available, so please bring your own mask. 
 

2.  Enter the Cathedral through the north vestibule (the 
only entrance that will be open).  An Usher will have a list 
of names of those who pre-registered and permit entry. 
 
3.  Proceed towards the altar and sit on the designated 
pews. The front pews on either side of the main aisle will 
be reserved for Mass attendees.  This is to help in sanitiz-
ing the area after each Mass.   
 
4.  Observe appropriate social distancing. 
 
 
For those unable to attend Mass, Bishop Provost will con-
tinue to have his Sunday Mass televised on KPLC at 9:30 
am and live-streamed on various sites.   
 
Additionally, Masses throughout the Diocese are also be-
ing streamed on various church parish websites and/or 
Facebook pages. 
 
While we have to limit the number of Mass attendees to 
10 people at this time, the Bishop is hoping that in a cou-
ple of weeks, we will be allowed to gather up to 25% of 
our church's maximum capacity.  That would be 150 peo-
ple per Mass for the Cathedral!  Practically everyone in 
our parish will be able to attend weekly Mass.  Let's pray 
that this will happen soon. 
 
I would like to thank you all once again!  You have been 
very patient and understanding during this past month 
and a half when you could not attend Holy Mass nor re-
ceive Our Blessed Lord in Holy Communion.  Your strong 
faith and fervent prayers have sustained us during this 
difficult time.  Let's continue to pray for the end of this 
pandemic and for those who are ill with the virus.  Please 
remember those who have died - pray for the eternal re-
pose of their souls and the consolation of their families.

Diocese of Lake Charles Consecrated to 
Mary, Mother of the Church 

 
The Most Reverend Glen John Provost, Bishop of the 
Diocese of Lake Charles joined Archbishop José 
H. Gomez, president of the United States Conference 
of Catholic Bishop on Friday, May 1, in renewing the 
Consecration of the United States to Mary, Mother of 
the Church. U.S. bishops also joined bishops and faith-
ful in Canada as they consecrated their country to 
Mary.  
 
This moment of unified prayer gave our Church the 
occasion to pray for Our Lady’s continued protection of 
the vulnerable, healing of the sick, and wisdom for 
those who work to cure COVID-19.  
 
Through a collective dedication or entrustment of a na-
tion to Mary, an act of consecration is meant to be a 
reminder to the faithful of the Blessed Mother’s witness 
to the Gospel and to ask for her effective intercession 
before her Son on behalf of those in need. Bishop John 
Carroll of Baltimore, the first bishop of the United 
States, promoted devotion to Mary, the Mother of God, 
and placed the U.S. under her protection in a pastoral 
letter of 1792. The 21 bishops attending the Sixth Pro-
vincial Council of Baltimore in 1846 determined to 
name the Blessed Virgin Mary, under the title of the 
Immaculate Conception, as the Patroness of the United 
States, and Pope Pius IX approved this decision the 
following year. Several popes have likewise conse-
crated the world to Mary on various occasions.
