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Holy Water 
 Sacraments are visible signs given by Christ to give grace to 
souls.  Sacramentals are visible signs given by the Church to 
give grace to souls.  There is no more powerful and certain 
means of grace than the Seven Sacraments of the 
Church.  However, sacramentals are powerful, too, if we use 
them correctly and in good faith.  One of the most common and 
powerful sacramentals of the Church is Holy Water.   

Holy Water is primarily used to drive away evil spirits from 
people and places.  Once Saint Teresa of Jesus saw a demon 
appear before her.  She made the sign of the cross and it 
disappeared.  When the demon reappeared, she threw Holy 
Water at itðit vanished, never to return again!  Thus, she was 
given to understand the great power of Holy Water.  There are 
four kinds of Holy Water: 1) that which is blessed in the New 
Rite; 2) that which is blessed in the Old Rite; 3) Epiphany Water; 
4) and that which is solemnly blessed at the Easter Vigil.   

hereôs a saying, ñYou get what you pray for.ò  If you ask God for 
a little, you will get a little.  If you ask God for a lot, you will get 
a lot.  The difference between the first two kinds of Holy Water 
is like the difference between a firecracker and a hand grenade. 

Hereôs the prayer for blessing water in the new rite: ñBlessed are 
you, Lord, Almighty God, who deigned to bless us in Christ, the 
living water of our salvation, and to reform us interiorly; grant 
that we who are fortified by the sprinkling of or use of this water, 
the youth of the spirit being renewed by the power of the Holy 
Spirit, may walk always in newness of life.ò   

There isnôt room in this column to quote the entire blessing for 
Holy Water in the Old Rite as it is several paragraphs long, but 
here is part of it: ñO God, who for man's welfare established the 
most wonderful mysteries in the substance of water, hearken to 
our prayer, and pour forth your blessing + on this element now 
being prepared with various purifying rites. May this creature of 
yours, when used in your mysteries and endowed with your 
grace, serve to cast out demons and to banish disease.  May 
everything that this water sprinkles in the homes and gatherings 
of the faithful be delivered from all that is unclean and hurtful; 
let no breath of contagion hover there, no taint of corruption; let 
all the wiles of the lurking enemy come to nothing. By the 
sprinkling of this water may everything opposed to the safety and 
peace of the occupants of these homes be banished, so that in 
calling on your holy name they may know the well-being they 
desire, and be protected from every peril; through Christ our 
Lord.ò   

If God blesses the water to do what we ask, which water would 
you rather have?  Epiphany Water is even more powerful.  Here 
at Saint Anthonyôs we have Holy Water blessed according to the 
Old Rite in the silver canister, which is used to fill the little fonts 
around the church.  Epiphany water, which will be solemnly 
blessed on Epiphany, is in the blue water jug and Easter Water is 
reserved in the sacristy for baptisms throughout the year.  I hope 
you will keep an ample supply of holy water in your homes and 
use it every day!

Fr Bart will be doing the traditional blessing of wine for the 
Feast of St. John following the 9:00 AM Mass on Saturday, 
December 27th. If you would like to have wine specially 
blessed for this feast, bring your wine (as much as you wish) to 
Mass, and Father will  bless it after Mass. 

Wine is blessed on this day because according to legend, St. 
John was served poisoned wine, but survived because he 
blessed the wine before he put it to his lips; the poison rose 
from the chalice in the shape of a serpent. In his happy memory, 
Catholics bring wine to church, which 

h the priest blesses, turning it into a sacramental called the 
ñLove of St. John.ò Catholics use this sacramental wine for 
special occasions throughout the year and to give to the sick. 

The wine is also a symbol of the great love of Christ that filled 
St. Johnôs heart with loyalty, courage and enthusiasm for his 
Master. He alone of all the apostles was not afraid to stay close 
to Jesus during the Passion and Crucifixion and he was the only 
Apostle not martyred.   

At least some of the wine blessed on the feast should be enjoyed 
on the day of the feast itself. When it is drunk on his Feast Day, 
we drink it before dinner as a toast to St. John. The Father of the 
house lifts his glass toward Mother and says, ñI drink you the 
love of St. John.ò The Mother replies ñI thank you for the Love 
of St. Johnò and then turns to the oldest child, lifts her glass, 
and says, ñI drink you the love of St. Johnéò ï and on it goes 
down the line until each has been toasted. 

The wine may be drunk as is, out of the bottle, or may be 
prepared as in this recipe: 

 

St. Johnôs Love (serves 8) 

1 quart red wine 

3 whole cloves 

1/16 teaspoon ground cardamom 

2 two-inch cinnamon sticks 

1/2 teaspoon ground nutmeg 

1/2 cup sugar 

Pour the wine into a large saucepan. Add the 
remaining ingredients. Boil for 5 minutes 
(this pretty much evaporates all of the 
alcohol). Serve hot.
