These are the main factors that will be considered in
making the determination that someone is an “active
member.”  Other criteria are also taken into
consideration when requesting a sponsor certificate.
5. Must have received the Sacraments of Baptism,
Confirmation and Holy Eucharist
6. If single, should not be co-habitating with
significant other.
