When is The Church Infallible?

First I must define infallible. Infallible means
“without error” and in reference to the Church it means the
Church is protected by the Holy Spirit from officially
teaching error. The Church is infallible when she teaches
on matters of faith and morals as they pertain to Divine
Revelation as entrusted to the Church by Jesus Christ in the
Deposit of Faith. The Deposit of Faith is what Jesus did
and taught before His Ascension into Heaven and what He
taught by the Holy Spirit through the teaching and actions
of the Apostles up to the death of the last Apostle. The De-
posit of Faith is handed on to us in two ways: through Di-
vine Apostolic Tradition and Sacred Scripture. The
Church has no authority to make binding by an act of faith
any teaching that is outside the deposit of faith. If anyone
in the Church, whether it be a bishop, pope, theologian,
Scripture scholar, layperson, or even an angel from heaven
were to teach anything contrary to the deposit of faith not
only would we be free to reject it, we would have an obli-
gation to do so.

What constitutes the Church and Her

Teaching Authority?

The Church is Jesus Christ. All who are baptized
are baptized into Jesus Christ and are made one with Him.
Christ unites all the baptized into one body. It is properly
called Christ’s body because He is the Head of the Church
and it is through and in Him that we are united and made
one. This unity is more fully realized in Holy Communion
because in Holy Communion we are made one not only
with the Soul and Divinity of Jesus Christ but also His
Body and Blood. Christ continues to teach, sanctify, and
govern His Church through the Holy Spirit whom He sent
at Pentecost. The Church and Jesus Christ form one body.
Jesus Christ is without sin and teaches without error. We
who make up the mystical body of Jesus Christ which is
His Church are not without sin or error. The Church is
without error not because of us but because of Jesus Christ.
When we can say we have heard “Jesus Christ” then we
can say we have been taught without error. I will distin-
guish two ways in which we can say we hear “Jesus
Christ”: the Sense of the Faithful (Sensus Fidei) and the
Teaching Authority of the Church (Magisterium).

The sense of the faithful is the understanding of the
baptized on the truths of the Catholic Faith as it has been
believed and taught ALWAYS — since the days of the
Apostles, EVERYWHERE — throughout the entire Church
and not just in one or a few local communities (catholic/

universal), and by EVERYONE — all levels of the Church
have believed and taught it (the laity have believed it, bish-
ops have taught it, and the popes have confirmed it.) You
may recognize an obvious weakness here — how do we de-
termine what fits these categories. This is where the teach-
ing authority of the Church comes in. Its duty is not to add
or subtract to the deposit of faith but to teach, interpret and
protect it. Jesus Christ gave that authority to Peter and the
Apostles. This authority continues with their successors
the Pope and bishops. While the Sense of the Faithful at
times may not be easily determined, the teaching authority
of the Church is. It has very precise limits and boundaries.
When in these limits and boundaries it is protected by the
Holy Spirit from teaching error. When the bishops (and it
must include the bishop of Rome) teach on matters of faith
and morals as it pertains to Divine Revelation as entrusted
to the Church in the deposit of faith and they do so in a
manner that defines this teaching as an object of faith, they
do so without error for it is Christ who is teaching us. They
can do this gathered together in a Council or when scat-
tered throughout the world. Note: this does not mean that
the teaching was not infallible until it was defined as such,
it simply means that any uncertainty of its infallible nature
is removed. This authority also belongs to the Bishop of
Rome as successor to St. Peter. Whenever he defines a
doctrine as an object of faith we are obliged to give an as-
cent of faith if and only if it is a matter of faith or morals as
it pertains to the Deposit of Faith and he does so as univer-
sal pastor of the whole Church and in a manner that makes
clear he is making an absolute definition. The document on
The Church (Lumen Gentium) of Vatican II uses the lan-
guage: “who confirms his brethren in the faith” (LG 25).

In other words, it must confirm what has already been be-
lieved and taught. He cannot define something as pertain-
ing to the Deposit of Faith that has never been believed or
taught by the faithful since apostolic times. Hypothetically,
because I don’t think it has ever happened or ever will hap-
pen, if a pope did teach something that added to, reversed,
or radically changed the Deposit of Faith entrusted to the
Church by Jesus Christ, in a manner as to indicate a defini-
tion (I know of an instance in which a pope taught contrary
to the Deposit of Faith but he did not do it with a defini-
tion), that act would be by its very nature void of any au-
thority.
