An Autobiography of  a Vocation: Chapter XIV 

 

It took a while for clarity in my vocation to set in.  When it did and I knew I needed to look elsewhere.  I was already 

in my junior year of College Seminary.  I decided to tough it out for another year, graduate and then move on – to 

where I was not sure yet. That summer of 1984 after my junior year, I went home and worked as I did each summer 

washing windows at Notre Dame Retreat House in Canandaigua N.Y.  This was a very quiet job, and allowed for a 

lot of time in deep thought and meditation while I washed the windows.  Washing windows is tedious work, but not 

complicated.  I also got to enjoy the company of my dear friend Br. Benjamin Beh.   

 

One day Br. Benjamin invited me to join him in the chapel.  After a short period of prayer before the Blessed Sacra-

ment he said to me: “And this is for you …”  What followed was a warning of how Satan would try to destroy my 

vocation when I returned to College Seminary for my senior year.  He was not vague.  He was very specific.  I knew 

while he was telling me this that he had foresight, afforded to him by our Lord through the prompting of the Holy 

Spirit.  As I said, this was too specific to be a generic warning.  After he told me this he gave me a remedy on how to 

preserve my vocation: spend my free time in prayer before the most Blessed Sacrament.  I don’t know if this was a 

must-or-else type remedy or simply the best way for me to preserve my vocation.  I hope the latter because I did not 

follow his advice.  Obviously I persevered in my pursuit of my vocation; hopefully I did not forfeit it from our Lord’s 

perspective.  I don’t believe so, not simply because of the fact that at the end I did get ordained, but because there 

were many other positive signs that our Lord was still blessing me in this effort and pursuing of a vocation to the 

priesthood.   

 

Just a side note:  It is possible for someone to think they have a vocation to the priesthood from our Lord when our 

Lord has not truly called them.  Even in the Gospels there was a man who wanted very much to follow our Lord 

with the others disciples, but was told no and to go home and share the good news with his family and town’s folk.  

However, if the Church validly ordains a man, then at that moment Jesus consents and grants the vocation, - i.e. all 

the graces needed to fulfill that vocation are granted.  In the end all vocations to the priesthood are determined by the 

Church and the call comes to the individual through the Bishop.  Jesus has bound Himself to the Church – “What-so

-ever you bind on earth shall be bound in heaven and what-so-ever you shall loose on earth shall be loosed in heav-

en.”  

 

Returning to Br. Benjamin’s warning to me: as soon as I was able to do so I tried to write down what he said to me 

for I knew I would get his words mixed up and would not recall precisely what he said. Much of what Br. Benjamin 

said was personal to me and I prefer not to share the specific nature of what he said.  I will only add, that before the 

end of my senior year, I don’t remember exactly when, I realized that what Br. Benjamin predicted would happen 

took place just as he said it would.  I can say by the end of my senior year I was confused and an emotional and spir-

itual mess.  I could hardly eat. I was thin as a rail.  I did not help the situation, I made it worse.  I should have done 

what Br. Benjamin told me to do.  I was on the verge of losing my vocation. 

 

In the meantime a freshmen showed me a brochure from the Legionaries of Christ.  It showed seminarians in cas-

socks and had a caption stating they were Centered on Christ, Faithful to the Holy Father, and Devoted to Mary.  I 

was impressed.  For Thanksgiving break I went out to visit them in Cheshire Ct.   I was very impressed.  They had a 

candidacy program that ran from June until September.  As a candidate you immerse yourself in the spirit and life of 

the Legionaries of Christ to discern if this might be a calling for you.  If so, at the end of the candidacy you enter a 

two year novitiate program before making vows and continuing the arduous study necessary before ordination.  I de-

cided I would go there after graduation and place myself under a spiritual director and accept his direction as God’s 

express will for me.  Just what the doctor ordered.
