Fast & Abstinence Good Friday is a obligatory day of fasting and 

abstinence for Catholics. Fridays during Lent are obligatory days 

of abstinence. The norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 

until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full 

meal. Two smaller meals may also be taken, but not to equal a full 

meal. The norms concerning abstinence from meat are binding 

from age 14 onwards. If possible, the fast on Good Friday is con-

tinued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the 

"paschal fast" to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, 

and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to celebrate 

more readily the Resurrection.  
 

Good Friday Pontifical Collection Pope Francis has asked 

our parish to support the Pontifical Good Friday Collection, 

which helps Christians in the Holy Land. Through the Pon-

tifical Good Friday Collection, you stand in solidarity with 

the Church in the Holy Land as a witness of peace, support-

ing Catholics there in parishes and schools, maintaining 

Christian shrines and caring for refugees in the Holy Land.

11:15 p.m.ð12:00 Medianoche: Toda la Comunidad 
 

Ayuno y Abstinencia El Viernes Santo es un d²a obligatorio de 

ayuno y abstinencia para los Católicos. Los viernes durante la 

Cuaresma son días obligatorios de abstinencia. Las normas sobre 

el ayuno son obligatorias desde los 18 hasta los 59 años. Durante 

el ayuno, a una persona se le permite comer una comida completa. 

También se pueden tomar dos comidas más pequeñas, pero no 

equivalentes a una comida completa. Las normas relativas a la 

abstinencia de la carne son vinculantes desde los 14 años en ade-

lante. Si es posible, el ayuno del Viernes Santo continúa hasta la 

Vigilia de Pascual (en la noche del Sábado de Gloria) como el 

"ayuno pascual" para honrar el sufrimiento y la muerte del Nues-

tro Señor Jesús, y para prepararnos para compartir más y cele-

brar más fácilmente La Resurrección
