The Real Presence of Jesus Christ in the Sacrament 

of the Eucharist: Basic Questions and Answers 

1. Does the bread cease to be bread and the wine cease 

to be wine?  Yes. In order for the whole Christ to be 

presentðbody, blood, soul, and divinityðthe bread and 

wine cannot remain, but must give way so that his glori-

fied Body and Blood may be present. Thus in the 

Eucharist the bread ceases to be bread in substance, and 

becomes the Body of Christ, while the wine ceases to 

be wine in substance, and becomes the Blood of Christ. 

As St. Thomas Aquinas observed, Christ is not quoted 

as saying, " This bread is my body," but " This is my 

body" ( Summa Theologiae, III q. 78, a. 5). To be con-

tinued...

Sí. Para que Cristo entero esté presente, cuerpo, sangre, alma 

y divinidad, el pan y el vino no pueden quedar como tales, 

sino que deben dar lugar a la presencia de su cuerpo y su san-

gre glorificados. Así, en la Eucaristía, el pan deja de ser pan 

en substancia y se convierte en el Cuerpo de Cristo, mientras 

que el vino deja de ser vino en substancia y se convierte en la 

Sangre de Cristo. Como observó S. Tomás de Aquino, Cristo 

no es citado diciendo ñEste pan es mi cuerpoò, sino ñ Esto es 

mi cuerpoò ( Summa Theologiae, III q. 78, a.
