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Reflection

The First Reading is from the Book of the Prophet
[saiah (66:10-14c¢). T will spread prosperity over
Jerusalem like a river.

The Responsorial Psalm (66:1-7, 16, 20) Our eyes are
[ixed on the Lord.

The Second Reading is from the Letter of Saint Paul to
the Galatians (6:14-18). May I never boast except in the
cross ol our Lord Jesus Christ.

The Gospel Reading is from the Gospel of Luke (10:1-
12, 17-20, or 10:1-9). This Sunday, Jesus reminds us
that "the harvest 1s abundant but the laborers are few."
As Catholic disciples, we are the laborers that the
Master 1s sending. All around us are opportunities to
share the love and mercy of Jesus Christ - our homes,
our workplaces, our neighborhoods, even our faith
communitics! Lest we [eel unequipped for the task,
Jesus gives us some advice.

"Carry no money bag, no sack, no sandals." We might
not have a theology degree or traming in public
speaking, but that doesn't mean we can't share the
Gospel. The power of God 1s at work in simphicity. The
disciples went forth with nothing as a reminder to trust
m the Providence of God. Say a little prayer that God
will speak through you and has a need lor your gilts, just
as you are.

"Do not move about from one house to another." So
much of the life of Jesus was about relationships. He
modeled this attitude by journeying with his disciples.
Here he makes the same recommendation to them, to
remain with the same family for their entire stay in the
town. Break bread with others. Invite them to coffee or
a game night m your home. Sharing your faith isn't just
about saying the right thing, but loving well over time.
"T'he dust of your town that clings to our feet, even that
we shake ofl." Sometimes we want to help someone, but
for whatever reason, they don't receive it well.
Sometimes people aren't interested in our ellorts to
mvite them deeper into faith. When rejection happens,
don't carry it with you. Don't let it over-burden your
heart. Rejoice that you share in the mission of Christ,
and keep on loving the next person he places in your
path!

STORM DAMAGE FUND DRIVE

Dear Friends,

As you know, we have incurred some extra
expenses from the storm and still have the
furnace in St. Basil's Hall to deal with. The
furnace contract has been awarded and work will
begin June 10t. The cost is approximately
$50,000.

Our insurance deductible is $1,000. We
have to replace the roof on the church. Insurance
covers half of the project with the parish picking
up the other half. The diocese is looking at
contractors and bids for this project. Parts of the
rectory roof need to be repaired and rain gutters
need to be replaced. The cemetery is not
covered by our insurance. Trees fell and
tombstones were damaged.

To this end, the parish has much to be
grateful for that no one was inured. But there
remains a great deal of out of pocket expenses. |
would like to start a fund drive for $110,000.
$50,000 for the furnace and $60,000 towards the
other expenses.

Please prayerfully consider donating to this
fund.
