We are solic-
iting bids for mold/mildew remediation in the Bou-
tin Center. We are scheduling the replacement of
the roof above the sacristy/garage in Tilton and we
are looking into the removal of the carpet in St.
Mary’s Church Hall. We will also place $50,000 in
St. John Cemetery Operating Fund. The balance
will be available to the parish to maintain our build-
ings. By the way, we have just replaced the carport
in Franklin, thanks to some generous donations.

THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK

Will it ever end? In 2002, the Boston Globe placed the
clergy sex scandal on their front page, and the following
day, so did every other newspaper in the country. The
Church has been doing “damage control” ever since. Un-
fortunately, just when things quiet down, another revelation
brings it all back into the headlines. It's been 27 years,
people! Will we ever move on? These days, it's embar-
rassing to admit you’re Catholic! Bishop Robert Barron
has written a very clear and readable explanation of what
happened, how the abuse and its cover-up has effected the
Church, and where we go from here. The Bishop also
shows us what the Bible has to say about sexuality, deviant
behavior, scandal and the corruption of our youth. And he
gives examples of how the sins and scandalous behavior of
Church leaders have ravaged the Church during the past
20 centuries. Reading Bishop Barron’s explanation will not
move any of us to excuse these horrible crimes or forgive
their perpetrators (or enablers), but it may help us get a

grip and find a way to deal with this embarrassing and
shameful mess. Our parish has purchased 100 copies of
this book and has placed them at the church exits (in both
churches). Please take a copy and read it. When you're
done, pass it on to a friend or relative that you think would
benefit. As Bishop Bannon states, this evil is inspired and
orchestrated by the devil in order to destroy the Church.
Much as we are tempted to walk away from the Church in
disgust, that would be playing into the devil's hand. What
is needed is a renewed commitment to Jesus and His gos-
pel, to His sacraments (especially Penance and Eucharist)
and to the way of life our Lord has laid out

for us. The gospels, the sacraments and the Letter
Christian life are what the Church is all toa
about; it's why we are still here. Though we Suffering

may have to struggle through the evil influ-
ences of the devil and the weaknesses of
Church leaders, it is well worth the fight.
