THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK 
“We have done what we were obliged to do.”  Accord-
ing to today’s gospel, if you go to church regularly, obey 
all the Commandments and lead a decent life, you are 
not entitled to go to heaven.  You are what Jesus calls 
an  “unprofitable servant!”  What more does He want?  
Jesus explains that if all you had to do to get to heaven, 
was follow the rules, you could save yourself - you would 
not need God!  He does not want us to see heaven as a 
reward for a well-lived life as much as a reunion with the 
one we love the most.  If that’s the case, our relationship 
with God has to be built on love, not obedience.  We 
must get to know God better so that we can love Him 
more.  We must look at what He’s done; look at what 
He’s doing; look at who He is, not only in Himself, but in 
our lives.  Then we’ll know how loveable God is and we  
can start expressing that love.  Conveniently, the Church 
gave us three saints last week who embodied this new  

 
approach: St. Jerome, St. Therese of Lisieux and St. 
Francis of Assisi.  All three went far beyond doing their 
“Christian Duty”: they fell in love with God.  What hap-
pens when you fall in love?  You willingly and eagerly do 
anything for the object of your affection.  And instead of 
looking for approval or reward, you keep seeking other 
ways to please him/her.  In fact, you actually feel privi-
leged that they let you do something for them.  The only 
reward you seek is to be with them.  That’s the kind of 
relationship these three saints had with God: their ulti-
mate goal was to spend eternity with Him.  In this way 
God was their salvation because He was their inspira-
tion, motivation, (obsession?) and goal.  Knowing that 
God’s love for them includes blessings and forgiveness, 
made this a very smart strategy.  They knew what Jesus 
was talking about...
