THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK ment from God, that ritual sacrifice does not compen-

“ am not like the rest of humanity”. Could you
say this? How many of us follow trends, go along so
as to get along, endorse opinions or personalities we
don’t necessarily agree with, because they are popu-
lar? Honestly, when’s the last time you put yourself
on the spot, defended the 'underdog’ or crusaded for
something that you and few others really believed in?
If you have done any of these things or this is your
lifestyle, you are indeed less like the average human
and more like Jesus Christ. His words, actions and
values usually clashed with those of the world around
Him and got him into trouble. But He would not have
it any other way! We needed to know that people are
more precious than property, that the poor are more
important than the rich, that suffering is not a punish

sate for evil, that God is a lover not a punisher, and so
many other new concepts. While it is true that this
strategy brought him condemnation and death, He
thought it was well worth it. After all, He changed the
history of the world! Think of the impact we could
have if we weren’t like the rest of humanity? What if
we promoted a mother’s right to keep her baby (or
place him/her in a good home), a child’s right/need to
receive sacraments and religious instruction, a cou-
ple’s need to honor their marital commitment, a gov-
ernment’s obligation to care for the sick, the homeless
and the refugee. These are not popular causes but, if
a few ‘rabble-rousers promoted them and got them
debated, the “rest of humanity” could become more
like Christ..
