For 

others, it is of no concern at all. Jesus teaches that “no one knows” when the end will happen, yet it’s very pre-

diction should bring the end of time and His final coming to an immediacy that shapes how we choose to live 

now. Remember friends, we only have today to get our lives in order! So what are we waiting for?
