The first disciple said: ñI say that it is                
morning when I can distinguish an oak tree 
from a maple tree.ò                                                            
The hermit said: ñNo.ò                                              
The second disciple answered: ñI know it is 
morning when I can distinguish a cow from 
a sheep at a distance.ò                                         
Once again, the hermit disagreed.                                                    
The third disciple replied, ñIt is morning 
when no star is visible in the cloudless sky.ò 
ñThat is also a wrong answer,ò said the  
hermit. Then he explained: ñI know it is             
morning when I can recognize a person as 
a son or daughter of God, and, hence, my 
own brother or sister.ò     

Todayôs Gospel, which tells of the healing 
of the blind man, Bartimaeus, challenges 
us to strengthen our faith in Jesus, the 
Healer, and invites us to gain true                
spiritual vision.

Missionary is somebody sent by 
Jesus with a specific mission. ñGo therefore 
and make all nations my disciples,                   
baptizing them in the name of the Father,  
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.ò  (Mt 28:19) 
The pilgrim church is by her very nature 
missionary says Vatican II. Jesus                   
command to ógo out and preachô is abiding, 
and should continue unto the end of time. 
And he assures us of his guidance:                   
óI am with you always to the end of timeô.
