Reflections with Father Uju  
30th Sunday in Ordinary Time 

 
Last Sunday we heard of the traps that people laid for Jesus by 
questioning him about the validity of paying the census tax and 
how his answer was a further indictment of them, not living as 
people made in the image and likeness of God. Today is another 
of such of such traps.  Every Jew grew up learning of the Shema 
Yisrael, that spoke of the oneness of God and how He demands 
unalloyed loyalty from the people [ Dt. 6,4-9].  So asking Jesus of 
the greatest Commandment was to find out if He would deviate 
from this thereby showing that He is not rooted in the faith of the 
Community.  However just like last Sunday where His response 
enriched and queried the commitment of the people to God, the 
question today is enriched in the response.  In his answer Jesus 
showed that love has two faces:  the love of God and the love of 
neighbor.  It is good to know that the concept of the neighbor 
metamorphosed in the Jewish lexicon from those of oneôs family, 
to the tribe, and finally to the entire Jewish nation.  In the parable 
of the good Samaritan Jesus showed how much more the concept 
of the neighbor can extend to include all humansðthose we know 
and those we do not.  A picture of Godôs concern for all could be 
seen in the first reading.  In our polarized nation and given the 
particular color of our culture here, it will not be strange for some 
to remember only Jesusô injunction to care for the alien.  However 
divine injunction included all the marginalized and powerless of 
the community who will not be able to unionize, and they include 
orphans and widows.  God knows that human beings will neglect 
these at one time or the other and so he offers some strength to 
these marginalized through prayer.  Please donôt see it as the opi-
um which religion proposes because God really hears.  In all, love 
of neighbor means that we cannot in any way try to take ad-
vantage of them; for if they cry, God takes up their cause in order 
to serve His good purposes.
