Act of Spiritual Communion

sible to make an Act of Spiritual Communion which is a source 
of grace. Spiritual Communion means uniting oneôs self in 
prayer with Christôs sacrifice and worshipping him in his Body 
and Blood. The most common reason for making an Act of 
Spiritual Communion is when a person cannot attend Mass. 
Acts of Spiritual Communion increase our desire to receive 
sacramental Communion and help us avoid the sins that would 
make us unable to receive Holy Communion worthily.

Reflections with Father Uju  
 

23rd Sunday in Ordinary Time 

 
Often in this country one may not get something because the one 
has no credit.  The credit history is about how the one handles his/
their indebtedness because it is presumed that people cannot live 
in this society without debt.  If we are all bound together by the 
scourge of indebtedness, St Paul tells us the type of debt that 
should characterize a follower of Jesusðthat of love. Surely we 
know this quite well, the difference is how we are paying it.  Is 
there a consistency in the way we pay this debts as we pay those 
on our Credit Cards?  The Scriptures today show us how we can 
be about paying these debts of love.  The Prophet Ezekiel in-
formed the people that we pay our debt of love by showing inter-
est in the life of the people around us to tell them their faults so 
that they do not die in their sins.  In the same way Jesus in the 
Gospel tells us another process which begins with telling those 
who offend us what they have done, one on one.  If that does not 
work to take somebody with us for the journey of reconciliation.  
When this fails also we can take the one to the Church. The fail-
ure of this third step to accomplish reconciliation then leads to 
saying, ñat least I have done my best and my part.ò  These show 
that reconciliation is a process.  Again the path to reconciliation is 
not one of public shaming.  Many people like the show of shame 
as a way of showing that they are in charge and in control of the 
process.  Unfortunately, it is not the way of Jesus.  The process is 
basically to win over the brother or sister.  The debt of love is to 
win the brother or sister.  Also we are prophets to each other as 
followers of Jesus.  Are you paying your debt of love as at when 
due or are you ignoring it thereby losing basic Christian Credit 
Score?  The draw back on ignoring this debt is that of a collateral 
damageðYour brother or sister will die and you will be held re-
sponsible for his death.  I donôt want this type of damage on me 
and so I speak out. May be some will not like you when you warn 
them, but it is better to obey God than men. It is better to build 
this credit score than to lose it and have nothing to fall back on 
when the need arises.
