And the Sower came outé. 

Today dear brothers and sisters in 
Christ, suffering the ravages of the pandemic 
and the different problems in our country and 
in our world, it would seem that we are alone. 
Many desperate and uneasy brothers and sisters 
for the future live lamenting and in many occasions deny-
ing on the things that we live. However, many are the bless-
ings of God that He presents to us day by day, each dawn 
we receive a seed that can be transformed into a large bush 
or tree that benefits many more brothers and sisters. How 
many little birds, how many fruits can a well-kept seed 
produce! 

Jesus invites us to not only want to see the fruits, 
but to realize first of all to see the things that must happen 
first, which is a process so that we have the fruits in our 
hands. That the fruits are not only produced in self-service 
stores, but before they are there, they have undergone a 
great process. As the Gospel says, it is necessary to see that 
the earth has to be prepared to receive the seed and that this 
seed dies in the earth in order to germinate and feed it little 
by little until it has a fruit and that this fruit reaches our 
hands. To think like we are those lands where the seed is 
going to be sown by the sower and that that seed is the 
word of God that Jesus sends his sowers to sow in this 
world corrupted by materialism. To produce fruit and an 
abundant fruit. 

During the time of sowing and seed germination, it 
is somewhat difficult, especially if there is no water to wa-
ter the soil and strengthen the seeds. But when the constan-
cy of union with Christ in the Eucharist like the rain waters 
our lives, it strengthens our hopes that those seeds will have 
great success. They will grow little by little with the firm 
hope that they will bear abundant fruit. And there, even 
when difficult moments come, moments when apparently 
everything is going wrong, there will always be the hope 
that after the storm calm will come. There must be storms 
that make the water fall and flood the earth, there must be 
moments of encounter with Christ so that those seeds hav-
ing died in the earth give fruit and abundant fruit.
