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Arrangements must be 
made at the Rectory for Baptismal 
Class. Bring a copy of the childôs Birth 
Certificate and Godparent documents. 

 Arrangements for 
weddings should be made as soon as 
possible at the Rectory. 
 

 All Catholics 
who live within the parish boundaries 
should fill out a registration card at the 
Rectory. 
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Ascension Thursday is a Holy Day of Obligation 
Ascension Thursday, also known as the 
Feast of the Ascension of Our Lord and 
Savior Jesus Christ falls this year on May 
30, and it is a Holy Day of Obligation for 
Catholics around the world. At St. 
Helenaôs, we will celebrate the Vigil Mass 
in Spanish on Wednesday, May 29 at 
7:30PM and in English on Thursday at 
6:50AM, 8:30AM, 12:15PM, and 
7:30PM. On this day, the faithful 
celebrate Christ's ascension into Heaven 
on the 40th day after His Resurrection. 
 

In many dioceses of the United States, 
but NOT in the Archdiocese of New York, Ascension Thursday has 
been transferred to the following Sunday, so many Catholics think 
that the Ascension is no longer considered a holy day. The 
observance of this feast is of great antiquity. The bishop and 
Church historian Eusebius seems to hint at the celebration of it in 
the 4th century. At the beginning of the 5th century,  St. Augustine 
says that it is of Apostolic origin, and he speaks of it in a way that 
shows it was the universal observance of the Church long before 
his time. Frequent mention of it is made in the writings of St. John 
Chrysostom and St. Gregory of Nyssa. The Pilgrimage of Aetheria 
speaks of the vigil of this feast and of the feast itself, as they were 
kept in the church built over the grotto in Bethlehem in which 
Christ is traditionally regarded as having been born. It may be that 
prior to the 5th century the event narrated in the Gospels was 
commemorated in conjunction with the feast of Easter or 
Pentecost. Some believe that the much-disputed forty-third decree 
of the Synod of Elvira (c. 300) condemning the practice of 
observing a feast on the fortieth day after Easter and neglecting to 
keep Pentecost on the fiftieth day, implies that the proper usage of 
the time was to commemorate the Ascension along with 
Pentecost. Representations of the mystery are found in diptychs 
and frescoes dating as early as the 5th century. 

Like other Holy Days of Obligation,  Catholics are encouraged to 
spend the day in prayer and contemplation. Holy days, also called 
feast days, have traditionally been celebrated with food, so some 
faithful also observe the day with a picnic to commemorate it. This 
also pays homage to the Church's historical blessing on Holy 
Thursday of the beans and the grapes as a means of celebrating 
the first harvests of late spring.  

Only the ecclesiastical provinces of Boston, Hartford, New York, 
Newark, Philadelphia, and Omaha (the state of Nebraska) 
continue to celebrate the Ascension of Our Lord on Thursday. The 
faithful in those provinces (an ecclesiastical province is basically 
one large archdiocese and the dioceses that are historically 
associated with it) are required, under the Precepts of the Church, 
to attend Mass on Ascension Thursday. 

For practicing Catholics around the world, observing Holy Days of 
Obligation is part of their Sunday Duty, the first of the Precepts of 
the Church. Depending on your faith and nationality,  the number 
of holy days per year varies. In the United States, the Ascension is 
one of six Holy Days of Obligation that are observed:  

¶ Jan. 1: Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God 

¶ 40 Days After Easter: Solemnity of the Ascension 

¶ Aug. 15: Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary 

¶ Nov. 1: Solemnity of All Saints 

¶ Dec. 8: Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception 

¶ Dec. 25: Solemnity of the Nativity of Our Lord Jesus Christ 

There are 10 holy days in the Latin Rite of the Catholic Church, 
but only five in the Eastern Orthodox Church. Over time, the 
number of Holy Days of Obligation has fluctuated. In 1991, the 
Vatican allowed Catholic bishops in the U.S. to move two of these 
holy days to Sunday, Epiphany and Corpus Christi. The Solemnity 
of the Ascension is frequently observed on the nearest Sunday as 

well. American Catholics also were no longer required to observe 
the Solemnity of Saint Joseph, Husband of the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, and the Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul, Apostles. In 
that same ruling, the Vatican also granted the U.S. Catholic 
Church an abrogation (waiving of ecclesiastical law), releasing the 
faithful from the requirement to attend Mass whenever a Holy Day 
of Obligation such as New Year's falls on a Saturday or a Monday. 
 

Jesus and Divorce 
Many people do not know that St. Helena, who was the mother of 
the Emperor Constantine the Great and found the True Cross in 
Jerusalem, was divorced from her husband Constantius after 22 
years of marriage. In 289, Constantius, who was the Western 
Roman Emperor Caesar, divorced Helena to enter into a politically 
advantageous marriage with a younger woman, Theodora, who 
was the stepdaughter of Maximian, the Western Roman Emperor 
Augustus at the time. Today, as civil divorce becomes more 
prevalent, St. Helena is honored as the heavenly patron of those 
people who are divorced or are in unhappy marriages.  But what 
did Jesus say about divorce?  
 

In the Gospel of Mark 10:1-2, Pharisees come to Jesus and ask 
him: ñCan a man divorce a woman?ò  In summing up his answer, 
Jesus states: ñWhoever divorces his wife and marries another 
commits adultery against her, and if she divorces her husband and 
marries another, she commits adultery.ò (Mark 10:12) This seems 
to be a statement that completely denies any legitimacy to divorce 
and remarriage altogether. But the Gospel of Matthew clarifies that 
this was not exactly the question asked. 

Literally, no Israelite at the time of Jesus thought it possible that 
the Word of God given through Moses was completely wrong in 
permitting divorce at all (and they were right!). In fact, no one was 
debating if divorce was allowed, but rather how liberally (or not) it 
could be practiced. The Gospel of Mathew provides a fuller 
version of this question and therefore sets Jesusô answer in its 
proper context. According to Mathewôs gospel, some Pharisees 
tested Jesus by asking him: ñCan a man divorce a woman for any 
reason?ò (Mathew 19:3-9) 

The conservative Jewish approach understood ñunfaithfulnessò, 
ñabuseò, or ñabandonmentò as the only valid grounds for divorce 
(Deut. 24:1-4; Exod. 21:10-11). This view was represented by the 
Pharisaic rabbi Shammai. However, there were many illegitimate 
divorces being granted in the Jewish community in the time of 
Jesus because various more progressive Jewish interpreters 
argued that a man had the right to divorce his wife for any reason 
at all (Babylonian Talmud, Gittin 90a). The later view was 
represented by another Pharisaic rabbi named Hillel. The 
Pharisees asking the question wanted Jesus to comment on the 
issue. It is in this divorce-for-any-reason environment that Jesus is 
quoted as saying, ñEveryone who divorces his wife and marries 
another commits adultery, and he who marries one who is 
divorced from a husband commits adultery,ò (Luke 16:18, Mark 
10:12). If read in 21st century Christian context, it would seem that 
Jesus forbade all remarriage, but If it is read in a first-century 
Jewish context, Jesusô statement cannot be interpreted as a 
blanket statement condemning all remarriage, but only when 
illegitimate divorce was involved. When Jesus was faced with this 
question, he rejected the idea taught by Rabbi Hillel, that divorce 
was permissible for any reason, and sided with Rabbi Shammai 
and the Essenes who taught the opposite. 

The other factor upon which Jesus is commenting is not quite as 
clear in English because in Hebrew there are two words used for 
ñputting awayò (garash and shilach) and an entirely different word 
used for ñdivorce,ò which is keriythuwth.  Often, all three words 
were translated as ñdivorce.ò A divorced woman is a ñgerushah,ò 
but the act of ñsending awayò is ñshilach.ò The verb used in 
Deuteronomy which permits divorce is ñkeriythuwth,ò and the verb 
ñshilachò is used in Malachi which says God hates ñsending away.ò 
"Divorce" and "send away" are not the same thing. A man who 
wanted to divorce his wife had to do two things. He had to write 
her a bill of divorce and then send her away or put her away, 
Deuteronomy 24:1-4, Mark 10:4. A man who found that his wife 
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had been unfaithful to him did not write her a bill of divorce as she 
and the other man were stoned. Malachi and Matthew 5 were all 
about men who were putting or sending away their wives without 
just cause. Men were sending away their wives without first writing 
a bill of divorce even though their wives were not guilty of adultery. 
God hates the putting away (without divorce) because it always 
involves sin. In one case, it is the sin of the wife for being 
unfaithful, and in the other the sin of the husband for putting his 
wife away without just cause or a bill of divorce. By todayôs 
standards, the act of putting away a wife without a bill of divorce is 
equivalent to being legally separated. The man and woman were 
still married if she was not guilty of adultery, and so the man, in 
fact, was not free to remarry. 
 

Memorial Day - May 27 
Memorial Day, originally called Decoration 
Day, is a day of remembrance for those 
who have died in service of the United 
States of America. We will remember 
those members of the St. Helena 
Community who have died while serving 
their country at all Masses on Monday, 
May 27, the day Memorial Day is 
observed this year.  If you have a loved 
one you wish us to remember, please 
contact the rectory and leave his name, 
rank, branch of service, and date of death. 
 

Waterloo N.Y. was officially declared the 
birthplace of Memorial Day by President Lyndon Johnson in May 
1966. However, Memorial Day was borne out of the Civil War and 
a desire to honor our dead. It was officially proclaimed on May 5, 
1868, by General John Logan, national commander of the Grand 
Army of the Republic, in his General Order #11, ñThe 30th of May, 
1868, is designated for the purpose of strewing with flowers, or 
otherwise decorating the graves of comrades who died in defense 
of their country during the late rebellion, and whose bodies now lie 
in almost every city, village and hamlet churchyard in the land,ò he 
proclaimed. The date of Decoration Day, as he called it, was 
chosen because it wasnôt the anniversary of any particular battle. 
On the first Decoration Day, General James Garfield made a 
speech at Arlington National Cemetery, and 5,000 participants 
decorated the graves of the 20,000 Union and Confederate 
soldiers buried there. 
 

The first state to officially recognize the holiday was New York in 
1873. By 1890, it was recognized by all of the northern states. The 
South refused to acknowledge the day, honoring their dead on 
separate days until after World War I (when the holiday changed 
from honoring just those who died fighting in the Civil War to 
honoring Americans who died fighting in any war). It is now 
observed in almost every state on the last Monday in May with 
Congressional passage of the National Holiday Act of 1971. This 
helped ensure a three-day weekend for Federal holidays, though 
several southern states have an additional separate day for 
honoring the Confederate war dead.  
 

In 1915, inspired by the poem ñIn Flanders Fields,ò Moina Michael 
conceived of an idea to wear red poppies on Memorial day in 
honor of those who died serving the nation during war. She was 
the first to wear one, and she sold poppies to her friends and co-
workers with the money going to benefit servicemen in need. Later 
a Madam Guerin from France was visiting the United States and 
learned of this new custom started by Ms. Michael. When she 
returned to France she made artificial red poppies to raise money 
for war-orphaned children and widowed women. Shortly before 
Memorial Day in 1922, the VFW became the first veteransô 
organization to nationally sell poppies. Two years later their 
ñBuddyò Poppy program was selling artificial poppies made by 
disabled veterans. In 1948, the US Post Office honored Ms. 
Michael for her role in founding the National Poppy movement by 
issuing a red 3-cent postage stamp with her likeness on it. 
 

The "National Moment of Remembrance" resolution was passed 
on Dec. 2000, which asks that at 3 p.m. local time, for all 

Americans ñTo voluntarily and informally observe in their own way 
a Moment of remembrance and respect, pausing from whatever 
they are doing for a moment of silence or listening to óTaps.ò 
 

Saint Augustine of Canterbury - May 27 
The first archbishop of Canterbury was born in Rome and died 
May 26, 604 in Canterbury, Kent, England, and he founded the 
Catholic church in southern England.  
 

Probably of aristocratic birth, Augustine was prior of the 
Benedictine monastery of St. Andrew, Rome, when Pope St. 
Gregory the Great chose him to lead an unprecedented mission of 
about 40 monks to England, which was then largely pagan. They 
left in June 596, but, arriving in southern Gaul, they were warned 
of the perils awaiting them and sent Augustine back to Rome. 
Gregory encouraged him with letters of commendation, and he set 
out once more. The entourage landed in the spring of 597 on the 
Isle of Thanet, off the southeast coast of England, and he was 
well received by King Ethelbert I of Kent, who gave the 
missionaries a dwelling place in Canterbury and the old St. Martinôs 
Church, where he allowed them to preach. With Ethelbertôs 
support, their work led to many conversions, including that of the 
King. In the following autumn, Augustine was consecrated bishop 
of the English by St. Virgilius at Arles. Thousands of people were 
reportedly baptized by Augustine on Christmas Day 597, and he 
subsequently sent two of his monks to Rome with a report of this 
extraordinary event and a request for further help and advice. 
They returned in 601 with the pallium (i.e., a symbol of 
metropolitan jurisdiction) from Gregory for Augustine and with 
more missionaries, including the celebrated saints Mellitus, Justus, 
and Paulinus. Gregory directed him to purify pagan temples for 
Christian worship and to consecrate 12 suffragan bishops; thus, 
he was given authority over the bishops in Britain, and the 
evangelization of the Kingdom of Kent began. 

Augustine founded Christ Church, Canterbury, as his cathedral and 
the monastery of SS. Peter and Paul (known after his death as St. 
Augustineôs, where the early archbishops were buried), which 
came to rank as the second Benedictine house in all Europe. 
Canterbury thus was established as the primatial see of England, a 
position maintained thereafter. In 604 he established the 
episcopal sees of London (for the East Saxons), consecrating 
Mellitus as its bishop, and of Rochester, consecrating Justus as its 
bishop. 

At a conference with British bishops, Augustine tried in vain to 
unify the British (Celtic) churches of North Wales with the 
churches he was founding. A second conference, his last recorded 
act, proved equally fruitless. Augustine was buried at SS. Peter 
and Paul. 

Venerable Pierre Toussaint - May 28                       
Born in Haiti and brought to New York City as a slave, Venerable 
Pierre Toussaint lived an exemplary Catholic life both before and 
after gaining his freedom. Married and then widowed, Pierre 
continued his charitable works well into his elder years. He 
originally was buried outside St. Patrickôs Old Cathedral, a church 
to which he was once refused entrance because of his race.  
 

The Visitation of the Blessed Virgin Mary 
May 31 

This is a fairly late feast, going back only to the 13th or 14th 
century. It was established widely throughout the Church to pray 
for unity. The present date of celebration was set in 1969, in order 
to follow the Annunciation of the Lord and precede the Nativity of 
Saint John the Baptist. Like most feasts of Mary, it is closely 
connected with Jesus and his saving work. The more visible actors 
in the visitation drama (see Luke 1:39-45) are Mary and Elizabeth. 
However, Jesus and John the Baptist steal the scene in a hidden 
way. Jesus makes John leap with joyðthe joy of messianic 
salvation. Elizabeth, in turn, is filled with the Holy Spirit and 
addresses words of praise to Maryðwords that echo down 
through the ages. St. Luke, speaking for the Church, gives a 
prayerful poetôs rendition of the scene. Elizabethôs praise of Mary 
as ñthe mother of my Lordò can be viewed as the earliest Churchôs 
devotion to Mary. As with all authentic devotion to Mary, 
Elizabethôs words first praise God for what God has done to Mary. 
Only secondly does she praise Mary for trusting Godôs words. Then 
comes the Magnificat in which Mary herselfðlike the Churchð
traces all her greatness to God. 

 SIXTH SUNDAY OF EASTER 
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Justin Martyr - June 1 
Justin Martyr was a second-century Christian apologist who was 
born in the Roman city of Flavia Neapolis (ancient Shechem in 
Samaria). Raised by pagan parents, he sought to find life's 
meaning in the philosophies of his day, which only brought a 
series of disappointments.  However, Justin continued to wear his 
philosopher's cloak, seeking to reconcile faith and reason. His 
most famous apology is dedicated to Emperor Antoninus, who 
ruled from 138-161. His apology may be dated internally from the 
statement in chapter 6 that "Christ was born one hundred and 
fifty years ago under óCyreniusô." Since Quirinius became governor 
in the year AD 6. according to Josephus, the apology may be 
dated to the year AD 156 CE. His three works are known as the 
First Apology, the Second Apology, and the Dialogue with Trypho. 
Irenaeus tells us that Justin Martyr wrote a work against Marcion, 
which is now lost. Four years later, Justin and his disciples were 
arrested for their faith. When the local prefect threatened them 
with death, Justin said, "If we are punished for the sake of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, we hope to be saved." They were taken out 
and beheaded. Since he gave his life for the "true philosophy," 
Justin has been surnamed Martyr.

Es una joya que no debemos dejar de leer y meditar 
porque es el mismo Dios que se hizo como nosotros para traernos 
la Verdad y la Salvaci·n el que nos deja sus ¼ltimas palabras. 
Podr²amos decir que nos deja el testamento, la esencia de aquello 
que vino a ense¶arnos.  
 

 Jes¼s ha venido insistiendo en la unidad entre £l y el 
Padre, pero tambi®n nos ha hablado acerca de la unidad entre £l y 
su Palabra. ñSi alguno me ama, guardará mi Palabra, y mi Padre 
le amará, y vendremos a él, y haremos morada en Él.ò Al decir 
estas palabras Jes¼s nos promete el don del Esp²ritu Santo que 
nos recordar§ todo lo que Jes¼s nos hab²a ense¶ado y, adem§s, 
nos ayudar§ a profundizar.

Tambi®n 
los santos son seres de carne y hueso, como cualquiera de 
nosotros. La sensibilidad nace en donde el amor reposa. Pues 
bien, cuando el Padre pidi· al Hijo venir a nosotros, le estaba 
pidiendo nada m§s ni nada menos que compartiera tambi®n los 
mismos sentimientos, experiencias y flaquezas de nuestra 
condici·n humana.

Algunos han tenido que sufrir la experiencia de la muerte de un 
ser querido y tener que sufrir el duelo separado de la familia. 
Toda separaci·n implica una ruptura y toda ruptura es dolorosa.  
 

 Pues el Evangelio de todos estos d²as nos habla de una 
despedida.

Pero no tengo que hacerlo, s·lo tengo que sentarme y 
leer las Sagradas Escrituras, all² est§ escrito con lujo de detalles 
este discurso, all² est§n sus ¼ltimas recomendaciones y sus 
¼ltimos consejos. £l es Dios, es £l quien nos desea lo mejor. Pero 
con la dolorosa despedida nos da tambi®n una noticia alegre. Se 
va fisicamente pero se queda con nosotros espiritualmente por 
medio de su amor y de su Eucarist²a. Pero ese don tan grande no 
le pareci· suficiente. Adem§s de derramar su sangre por nuestra 
redenci·n, nos dej· a su Madre como nuestra Madre. Nos dej· su 
Evangelio para que pudi®ramos unirnos a £l y permanecer en £l 
por medio de su Palabra. Nos dej· su Iglesia, nos dej· los 
sacramentos y nos dej· su Esp²ritué pod²a dejarnos algo m§s? 
 

 El pr·ximo domingo estaremos celebrando la fiesta de 
la Ascensi·n del Se¶or y el siguiente vendr§ el Esp²ritu Santo el 
d²a de Pentecost®s. Es el inicio de la Iglesia, un inicio que 
durar§ hasta el fin del mundo.
