WE ARE BACK IN ORDINARY TIME 
Ordinary Time is called "ordinary" not because it is common but 
simply because the weeks of Ordinary Time are numbered. The 
Latin word ordinalis, which refers to ordinal numbers in a series, 
stems from the Latin word ordo, from which we get the English 
word order. Thus, the 33 numbered weeks of Ordinary Time, in 
fact, represent the ordered life of the Churchðthe period in which 
we live our lives neither in feasting (as in the Christmas and Easter 
seasons) or in more severe penance (as in Advent and Lent), but 
in watchfulness and expectation of the Second Coming of Christ. 
Ordinary Time refers to all of those parts of the Catholic Church's 
liturgical year that aren't included in the major seasons of Advent, 
Christmas, Lent, or Easter. The normal liturgical color for Ordinary 
Timeðfor those days when there is no special feastðis green. 
Green vestments and altar cloths had been associated with the 
time after Pentecost, the period in which the Church founded by 
the risen Christ and enlivened by the Holy Spirit began to grow (as 
green plants do) and to spread the Gospel to all nations. It's so 
appropriate, therefore, that this year the Gospel for the Second 
Sunday of Ordinary Time (which is actually the first Sunday that is 
celebrated in Ordinary Time) features John the Baptist's staunch 
acknowledgment of Christ as the Lamb of God. Thus, for ordinary 
Catholics, Ordinary Time is the part of the year in which Christ, the 
Lamb of God, walks among us and transforms our lives.  
 

ñCATHOLICò JOE BIDEN WILL BECOME PRESIDENT 
On January 20th, Joe Biden will become only the second Roman 
Catholic in U.S. History to occupy the White House. It was in 1960 
that John F. Kennedy, a Democrat, became the very first Catholic 
president. At the time, Kennedy had to convince the nation that a 
Catholic could govern a Protestant-majority country without any 
interference or influence from the Vatican. Sixty years later, Biden, 
who ran as a moderate and carries a rosary in his pocket, is now 
the most politically powerful Catholic in American politics, and he 
takes the job under different circumstances but is similar to JFK in 
many ways. Bidenôs Catholicism often helped shape his politics as 
did a family tragedy in which his wife and daughter were killed in a 
car accident.  Four years later, Jill and Joe Biden were married by 
a Catholic priest on June 17, 1977, in the Chapel at the United 
Nations in New York City. Yet, despite the thrill of meeting Pope 
John Paul II in 1980, there was one thing Biden refused to do: kiss 
the popeôs ring, a customary greeting when meeting an esteemed 
cleric. It was later revealed that it was Bidenôs mother who insisted 
he refrain, telling her son, ñDonôt you kiss his ring.ò His refusal is a 
glimpse of how the president-elect, who has spent decades in the 
U.S. Senate and the White House, might approach his own power 
as he finally takes hold of an office he has sought since 1988. The 
moment in Rome is also a hallmark of how the president-elect will 
manage his faith: a throwback brand of political Catholicism that 
eschews obsessive obedience to the Holy See on matters of 
policy. Biden promises unity post-Trump, but how he governs 
could ultimately result in an even bigger political split in the U.S. 
over the next four years.      
 

Biden, who was raised in an Irish Catholic household, used faith 
as a campaign theme through the past year in an effort to cut into 
Trumpôs appeal with evangelicals and traditional Catholics. Biden 
effectively framed the race as ña battle for the soul of a nation,ò 
highlighting his empathy, especially as the pandemic worsened. 
Over the past few decades, Catholics have become a key voting 
bloc (especially in the Midwest) with many abandoning the old  
Democrat party in 2016 to vote for Trump and a new populist GOP. 
The fissures in our political system are likely to highlight the ones 
that have plagued Catholicism itself since the 1960s. The church 
has had an internal battle between new ñcultural Catholicsò and 
ñtraditionalò ones on issues such as abortion. ñIôm as much a 
cultural Catholic as I am a theological Catholic,ò Biden wrote in his 
2007 book Promises to Keep: On Life in Politics. ñMy idea of self, 
of family, of community, of the wider world comes straight from my 
religion. Itôs not so much the Bible, the Ten Commandments, the 
sacraments, or the prayers I learned. Itôs the culture.ò  

Doctrine and politics donôt neatly line up, but that hasnôt stopped 
Catholics from picking sides and making compromises with their 

faith traditions and teachings. As a result, Bidenôs election and his 
call for unity wonôt likely heal any of the divisions. It was last year, 
in the middle of a heated primary, that Biden changed his position 
and rejected the Hyde Amendment, which banned federal money 
to fund abortions, and politically it worked for Biden. But there are 
questions. How will Bidenôs politics affect issues such as abortion, 
immigration, and religious freedom? Many traditional Catholics, 
ones who regularly attend Mass each Sunday, vote based on 
those issues. Biden, while championing Catholic social teaching, 
has moved to the left on some of them in order to appeal to a 
larger segment of Democratic voters who are increasingly 
agnostic. Biden pledged during his campaign to roll back bans on 
foreign aid to groups promoting or performing abortions, and to 
rescind religious liberty protections enjoyed by groups who object 
to the federal contraceptive insurance mandateð both things that 
can be done by executive order. Also, the Biden campaign has 
pledged to enshrine abortion protections into federal law and to 
pass far-reaching gender identity protections into law.  

Biden is opposed to school vouchers for children who attend 
Catholic schools.  Yet, Biden attended a private Catholic grammar 
school and an elite private Catholic boys college prep school, 
Archmere Academy, which is run by the Norbertines in Delaware. 

Biden, 78, who regularly attends church near his home in 
Wilmington has been vocal about his Catholic upbringing, yet all of 
his children married Jewish spouses. It seems that while 
Traditional Catholics believe and affirm what the church actually 
teaches, many Cultural Catholics, such as Biden, only accept 
those teachings that happen to coincide with their political partyôs 
platform, and this may cause some difficulties ahead. 
 

WEEK OF PRAYER FOR CHRISTIAN UNITY - Jan. 18-25 
The theme for 2021 was chosen by the Ecumenical Monastic 
Community of Grandchamp located near Lake Neuchatel in 
Switzerland. The community, founded in the 1930s where a group 
of Reformed women, searching for a place to pray in solitude in 
imitation of Jesus Christ, repeatedly gathered and drew a growing 
group of guests that necessitated a permanent presence. The 
theme, "Abide in my love... You shall bear much fruit" from the 
Gospel of John, chapter 15, expresses the Communityôs vocation 
to prayer, reconciliation and unity in the Church and the human 
family. Here, Jesus reminds his disciples that he is the vine, and 
we are the branches. If we abide in him, in Jesus and in the 
Covenant made in his precious blood, we will be such a healthy 
branch as to bear much fruit, abundant grapes. The image of 
branches helps believers understand that they are all diverse as 
individuals, but brought together in the one Vine, who is Christ 
alive in the Church. It can also point out, in these times of growing 
ecumenical witness, that the differing expressions of the Christian 
faith are also branches which cannot live on their own and still 
authentically proclaim the Gospel to all creatures. We preach 
Christ crucified and risen to a needy world, that the world may 
have hope. Separately, that ñsapò which keeps all the branches 
healthy, gets stuck in blocked veins of animosity, distrust, bigotry, 
and ignorance. Only open veins will allow the sap to flow. Only 
then can all the branches bear much fruit. Therefore, abiding in 
Christôs love, let us love one another. 
 

DAY OF PRAYER FOR THE LEGAL PROTECTION OF 
UNBORN CHILDREN - Jan. 22 

At St. Helena's,  we will celebrate the 12:15PM Mass for the Legal 
Protection of Unborn Children and then pray for the unborn at 1PM 
on Friday, January 22 during Eucharistic Adoration, which will 
last from 1-6:30PM. The Sacrament of Reconciliation will also 
be available. The over 60 million abortions since the 1973 decisions 
of Roe v. Wade and Doe v. Bolton reflect with heartbreaking 
magnitude what Pope Francis means by a ñthrowaway culture.ò 
However, we have great trust in Godôs providence. The General 
Instruction of the Roman Missal, no. 373, designates January 22 
as a particular day of prayer and penance, called the "Day of 
Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn Childrenò: ñIn all the 
Dioceses of the United States of America, January 22 shall be 
observed as a particular day of prayer for the full restoration of the 
legal guarantee of the right to life and of penance for violations to 
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the dignity of the human person committed through acts of 
abortion.ò As individuals, we are called to observe this day through 
the penitential practices of prayer, fasting and/or giving alms. The 
National Right to Life March in Washington, D.C. will take place on 
Friday, January 29.
