       This year, the Solemn Feast of All Saints falls, on 
a Sunday, when most folks are available for Mass.  Not 
so Monday morning,  when we celebrate the All Souls’ 
Mass.  Because well over 200,000 people have died 
here in our country, and many thousands more world- 
 



wide, it’s safe to say that hardly any  household in our  
little parish has been left untouched by this plague.   
In its midst, some families have suffered private tra-
gedies. There will be a special Mass offered on Satur-
day, November 7, at 10 AM, for all who died.
