The warmer weather and the 
beginning of the “summer season” in Wurtsboro 
( which starts with Memorial Day Weekend )  is likely 
to put us at 50 % capacity.  But by then, a beleaguered 
governor, in an attempt to deflect media attention, 
may open churches to a larger percentage. Our hall 
can hold 320 chairs.

This $ 8,000 + will be paid in increments from May 
through August.  Although the parish actually does 
have the total amount on hand in savings, removing it 
in one lump sum would reduce the good ( relatively 
speaking ) percentage yield our savings account now 
enjoys by keeping over $ 50.000  in the account.

NEW STATUE / RENEWED BAPTISTRY  AREA__ 
     Quite by coincidence in this Year of St. Joseph, an 
anonymous parishioner donated $ 5,000 for the statue 
of Joseph and Mary with their Holy Child, which will 
grace the old, no longer unusable, side entrance to 
our church.  The niche for the statue should be ready 
for display in about two weeks.  As you know,  moving 
the baptistry wall to widen the staircase to the base-
ment took away that dedicated space. In order to  re-
store it, the last pew was removed. What remains is to 
retile the area.  When that work is completed the Par-
ish Council will consider whether the parish should 
incure the cost of replacing the movable font with its 
wooden base and brass bowl with a permanent stone 
font. Once that decision is made, the “renewed” bap-
tistry will be ready for use again.
