My dear friends, 
 

 “Hosanna to the Son of David; blessed is he who comes in the 

name of the Lord, the King of Israel.  Hosanna in the highest.”  

That is the antiphon, the opening chant, for our solemn procession 

Palm Sunday.  We begin Holy Week with a joyous song hailing 

Jesus as our Messiah, the long awaited Savior!  What starts so tri-

umphantly will go so bad so quickly.  The priests will look to kill 

Jesus as a heretic; the Romans will see him as an agitator who 

needs to be eliminated; one of the Twelve will become disillu-

sioned and give him to the authorities.  This festival atmosphere of 

a great king entering his city will become vicious in just a few 

days.  Today, we come waving palm branches, but leave aware of 

the sacrifice to come.  Thus begins our most sacred week.
