\     Father Joeõs Notes      \  
My dear friends, 
 

 As we come here to pray this Thirty-Second Sunday in 

Ordinary Time, we also celebrate Veteransô Day.  This 

year, itôs a special day.  We honor the centennial of the 

armistice that ended the First World 

War.  One hundred years ago, on the 

eleventh hour, of the eleventh day, of 

the eleventh month, the horrific 

fighting ceased.  The guns were silent 

and the shelling stopped.  Nations 

around the world chose to end all 

hostilities and live in peace.  The 

vision was noble, but it has not come 

to fruition yet. 
 

 A century letter, we still live in a 

world ravaged by warfare.  The War 

to End All Wars didnôt live up to its name.  Two 

decades later, the globe was immersed in a Second 

World War. We still have violent conflicts tearing 

nations apart in Syria and Yemen.  We see genocide and 

violence of all kinds.  In World War I, we saw the mass 

use of chemical weapons.  Sadly, they are still present 

and utilized today.  The disillusionment and horror has 

not stopped.   

 As I prepared for this centennial, I chose to travel this 

past summer to France.  I went to the Meuse-Argonne 

American Cemetery.  These 130 acres are the final 

resting place of 14,246 Americans who lost their lives in 

the Great War.  It is the 

largest American military 

cemetery in Europe.  I 

travelled there to pay my 

respects to the men and 

women who fought and died.  

I went to pray for those still 

affected by violence and 

oppression throughout the 

world.  I went to remind 

myself of the horrible 

atrocities human beings can 

inflict upon each other when 

they let evil and hatred overwhelm their minds and 

hearts.  I went to pray for the peace of Christ to come 

upon the earth and set us all free. 
 

 In a month when we honor our beloved deceased, we 

honor our war dead as well.  Let us learn from them the 

true value of freedom, but let us also learnt the lessons 

of peace.  I hope and pray we never need to travel to 

foreign lands again to mass graves of those slaughtered 

in heinous acts of human brutality.  Let there be peace 

on earth.

After Mass on Sunday, 

we give them the Eucharist to go out to those in the 

community who could not be with us in church that 

weekend.  After they have made their visits where they 

pray with the people and give them Communion, they 

bring any remaining Hosts back here to church. The 

Eucharist then needs to be returned to the Tabernacle.  

What you are seeing in a minister doing that.  There is 

nothing disrespectful or sacrilegious happening.  They 

are just returning the Hosts that have not been 

consumed to the place of honorary reserve.
