\       Father Joeõs Notes       \  
My dear friends, 
 

 Last Sunday, we celebrated Fathersô 

Day.  After Masses, I went to see my 

parents for the day.  We chatted, I took a 

nap, and then I made them dinner.  We 

had roast beef, with roasted carrots and 

onions.  I made mashed potatoes and 

mixed vegetables.  For dessert, I made a 

red velvet cake.  My brother Steve and 

nephew Sammy came over to join us.  It 

was a lovely meal where we could laugh 

and enjoy being with each other.  Good 

food and good conversation with family is a good thing. 
 

 Last Sunday, we celebrated 

something here, but you may not 

have known it. It was Sister 

Marieôs anniversary.  She 

celebrated being invested with 

the habit 70 years.  Thatôs not a 

typo or an autocorrect mistake.  

Seventy years!  (Iôll probably be 

in trouble for telling you!)  

Happy anniversary, Sister Marie!  

She entered going into high 

school.  At a time when most of 

us were confused about which 

math course to take, she was 

taking the step to join a religious community that would 

be her home for the rest of her life.  She had chosen to 

dedicate her life to the service of the Lord in the 

Church, and she continues to do so to this day.  Itôs all 

about commitment to the Lord and service to our 

brothers and sisters. 

 As I write for the Feast of the Most Holy 

Body and Blood of Christ, these things 

come to mind.  I think about gathering 

around a table with family to be fed and to 

build the bonds of love.  I think about 

dedication to serve God and His people.  

Thatôs what this feast day celebrates.  We 

come together as Godôs family to gather at 

the table of the Eucharistic.  We unite in a 

common bond of love as the Lord offers 

himself completely to us.  We in turn are 

asked to dedicate our lives to serve our 

God and share what we get here with brothers and 

sisters in the world.  We take our place with those who 

came before us to continue the work of bringing Christ 

into the world.

We share in the fellowship of table as 

one family united in one Lord.  This feast reminds us of 

that wonderful gift.  We ought to celebrate and be glad.

Question: Was St. Paul one of the Twelve Apostles? 
 

Answer: No.  St. Paul wasnôt one of the Twelve.  As a matter 

of fact, he never met Jesus during his life and ministry.  

Having said this, he was an Apostle.  The word means ñone 

who is sentò and it is a Church title given to those who 

powerfully proclaimed the Resurrection of Christ throughout 

the world in those early days of the Church.  While the 

Twelve were a core group of disciples Jesus chose to share in 

his ministry in a special way, there were many others who 

followed him.  Those who witnessed his Resurrection, or 

were among the first converts after Pentecost, were 

commissioned to proclaim the Gospel message.  Many were 

called Apostles ï it was not a title just reserved for the 

Twelve.   All those preaching with power were called 

Apostles, such as St. Barnabas.  St. Paul was a much later 

convert, several years after the death and Resurrection of 

Christ; however, since Paul encountered the Lord calling him 

on a road into Damascus, he is considered to be an Apostle.  

(Also because he was sent to preach powerfully to the 

Gentiles and bring them into the faith.)  Paul writes of it, 

ñLast of all, as to one born abnormally, (Christ) appeared to 

me.  For I am the least of the apostles, not fit to be called an 

apostle, because I persecuted the church of God.  But by the 

grace of God I am what I am, and his grace to me has not 

been ineffective (1 Corinthians 15:8-10a).ò  So, he was not 

one of the Twelve, but he was an Apostle.
