Isn’t that what we all feel at the end of our own
confessions? That embrace from God, gives us the
continuing courage to go forth and be that imitator of
Christ we are called to be. On behalf of all of us, I
congratulate our second graders! May we all keep them
in our prayers as they prepare for their reception of their
First Holy Communion this coming Spring.

This past Friday, January 19", the 45th annual March for
Life took place in Washington, D.C. Once again,

thousands upon thousands of the faithful marched on
Washington in protest of the 1973 Supreme Court
decision in the case of Roe vs. Rade, that legalized
abortion in our country.
