     God is so good to us. See how in the Gospel today, He 
shows us how to pray with deep familial love. The words 
Jesus gives us can be a doorway into a transforming rela-
tionship with God the Father. Pray the Lord’s Prayer with 
renewed gratitude this week. And here’s a reflection 
from Blessed Charles de Foucauld that might help guide 
a summer thanksgiving celebration:  

“O God, how good You are to allow us to call You “our Father!” 
Who am I that my Creator, my King, my Sovereign Master, 
should allow me to call Him “Father?” And not only allow me 
to do so, but commands it. O God, how good You are! How 
frequently I should remind myself throughout my whole life of 
this most precious commandment. What gratitude, what joy, 
what love, and above all what confidence it should inspire in 
me. And as you are my Father and my God, how perfectly I 
should always hope in You. And again—as you are so good to 
me—how good I ought to be to others. It being your will to be 
my Father. Father to all men. I ought unfailingly to feel like a 
loving brother towards absolutely everyone, however wicked 
he may be….” 

Our Father, our Father, teach me to have your name con-
tinually on my lips with Jesus, in Him and through Him, 
for it is my greatest good fortune to be able to say it. 

Rest with the words of “Our Father.” Never take them 
for granted.
