Cardinal John Henry Newman, who will be canonized a saint in a
few weeks by Pope Francis, helps us with a reflection on this week’s
Gospel:

We are God’s property by creation, by redemption, by regeneration.
He has a triple claim upon us. Is it not our happiness thus to view the
matter? Is it any happiness, or any comfort, to consider that we are
our own? It may be thought so by the young and prosperous. These
may think it a great thing to have everything, as they suppose, their
own way.... But as time goes on, they, as all men, will find that inde-
pendence was not made for man—that it is an unnatural state—may
do for a while, but will not carry us on safely to the end. No, we are
creatures; and, as being such, we have two duties, to be resigned and
to be thankful....

Let us try to gain a truer view of what we are, and where we are, in
His kingdom. Let us humbly and reverently attempt to trace His guid-
ing hand in the years which we have hitherto lived. Let us thankfully
commemorate the many mercies He has vouchsafed to us in time
past, the many sins He has not remembered, the many dangers He
has averted, the many prayers He has answered, the many mistakes
He has corrected, the many warnings, the many lessons, the much
light, the abounding comfort which He has from time to time given.
Let us dwell upon times and seasons, times of trouble, times of joy,
times of trial, times of refreshment.
