I recall the day I received the Sacrament of Holy Orders 
at St. Patrick's Cathedral and realize now that this free 
gift of Ordination from God has afforded me great 
opportunities, especially at Saint Stanislaus.  Ordination 
has led to great joy and happiness for me these past 
fifteen years.  
As with all Deacons, I have been called to minister in 
Word, Sacrament, and Charity: called to serve.  During 
these many years, for example, you have seen me 
proclaim the holy Gospel, preach and assist the priest at 
Mass, function as ordinary minister of the Most Holy 
Eucharist and lead various devotions.
