Dear Parents,

Thank you for allowing us to teach your children in our Parish Religious Education Program (PREP) this year! It
has been a pleasure working with your children, and we are looking forward to making the most out of the last few
weeks of this year’s classes. Thank you for believing in the importance of teaching the Catholic faith to your
children; passing down the faith is the greatest gift you can give them.

We have been very blessed with such devoted catechists this year. They have volunteered so much of their time to
teach your children; please thank your child’s catechist for all that they have done, including not just teaching your
child during their PREP class, but for also reinforcing the concepts of faith that you have been teaching your
children at home.

We typically only open registration for the upcoming PREP year in the fall, but I will be out of the office during
August and September on maternity leave. In order to get everyone registered and ensure that everything is set up
for our students, catechists, and my sub this coming fall, I am asking that you return your registration form no
later than Friday, May 31; it is very important that you register your children for the upcoming year’s PREP
classes as soon as possible to ensure that all registration processes can be completed in a timely manner to
accommodate your preferred session request before I am gone for maternity leave. Due to scheduling conflicts, we
will not be holding our traditional Parent Meeting in conjunction with registration; you’ll just need to fill out the
attached registration form this year.

Someone will be filling in for me during the first months of PREP classes, and their name and contact information
will be sent to you later in the summer along with your child’s class information and schedule. We are still in the
process of finalizing our calendar, but classes will begin in mid-September again this year and will end at the end of
April.

Regarding the payment process for registering your children, we will unable to deposit your registration fee until
July 1 when our new fiscal year begins due to diocesan policy; since our fiscal year begins July 1, we are unable to
deposit any payments for the next fiscal year while we are still in our current fiscal cycle. If you plan to pay with a
check, please remember that it will not appear on your bank statement until after July 1. You may pay with cash or
check when you return your registration form. You may return your form to the parish office (address in
letterhead) or send it with your child to their PREP class, but please put your form and registration fee in
an envelope marked “Registration” if you send it with them to class.

We are in need of more catechists for the upcoming PREP year. If you feel called to volunteer as a catechist or have
any questions about what the role of a catechist entails, please contact me at hkeller@stannesbismarck.org. The
role of a catechist is very rewarding; you learn more about the faith alongside your students as you teach them!
Registration fees are waived for parents who volunteer as catechists.

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THE PRECEPTS OF THE CHURCH PARENT AGREEMENT

The precepts of the Church are the very necessary minimum of prayer and moral effort needed to grow in love of God and
neighbor. They are detailed in the Catechism of the Catholic Church, paragraphs 2041 —2043.

The First Precept: You shall attend Mass on Sundays and holy days of obligation and rest on that day from servile labor.
This is the very necessary minimum of prayer needed to be active in the Christian faith, as the Sunday Eucharist is the
foundation and confirmation of all Christian practice (par. 2181).

The Second Precept: You shall confess your sins at least once a year.
Again, the very minimum needed for the good of your soul.

The Third Precept: You shall receive the Sacrament of the Eucharist at least during the Easter season. This may seem
confusing, as the First Precept is to attend Mass every Sunday and holy day of obligation. However, if we go to confession
only once a year, we may not always be spiritually prepared to receive the Eucharist even though we are present at
Sunday Mass.

The Fourth Precept: You shall observe the days of fasting and abstinence established by the Church. To properly prepare
for Easter, we fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, and abstain from meat every Friday of the year.

The Fifth Precept: You shall help to provide for the needs of the Church.

In order for the Church to accomplish its mission, each person needs to give of their time, talent and treasure, according
to their own ability.

By registering my child/children in the Parish Religious Education Program (PREP), | acknowledge my role as primary
educator of my child/children (CCC 2223) and recognize how the precepts of the Church are the “very necessary
minimum” (CCC 2041) of what | am called to model for my child/children in helping them to be formed as disciples of
Christ. | am appreciative of the efforts of the parish to support me in this responsibility. | realize that without a
commitment to the precepts of the Church, my child/children will only be confused by what will be taught in PREP, the
hard work of those who volunteer to assist me in forming my child/children to become a disciple(s) of Christ would be
undermined, and the mission of the parish in providing this educational opportunity would be compromised. And so,
with the help of God’s grace, | commit to doing what | can do so that together we might do something beautiful for God.
