“33 Days to Morning Glory” tells us that the Consecration to Jesus through Mary that we are preparing for on December 9th 

“basically means giving Mary our full permission to complete her motherly task in us, which is to form us into other 

Christs.”�

�

What could our Preparation Guide mean by Mary’s “motherly task in us?” Most of you will remember the scene of the Cru-

cifixion described in John’s Gospel, chapter 19, verses 26�27. Jesus invites his Mother to take “the disciple whom he loved” 

as her Son and he invites the Disciple to take Mary as his Mother. Yet we know that the Motherhood of Mary is unique in 

that God gave her the responsibility to form Jesus, the Christ. Thus, Jesus encouragement to his Mother and to the disciple 

whom he loved may be understood as Christ’s desire that Mary do for the disciple what She did for Jesus, the Christ.�

�

If we see ourselves as disciples loved by Christ, then we may view Mary in her motherly role as one who can form each of 

us as she did Jesus, the Christ.�

�

This coming week we reflect on Mary Immaculate through the eyes of a saint, Maximillian Kolbe, who gave his life for an-

other human being in a Nazis prison camp.�

Black Catholic History Month�

Black Catholics are in a particularly unique situation in 2019, 400 years after our arrival in the American colonies. There are 

at least five black Catholic men and women, slaves or descendants of slaves, whose lives were of such merit in America that 

they will likely soon be named Saints of the Roman Catholic Church. They are Pierre Toussaint, Thea Bowman, Henriette 

Delille, Elizabeth Lange and Augustus Tolton.�

the cause of their sainthood during Black Catholic History Month.�
