Jubilee Year of Mercy

Though Jesus told today’s parable more
than two thousand years ago, human
nature hasn’t changed: we recognize both
characters instantly. The merciless judge
represents the corruption that has short-
circuited justice throughout history; the
distraught widow, society’s perennially
powerless, marginalized to what Pope
Francis calls the “peripheries” by those
who wield power but lack the mercy that
could transfigure society with
compassion. To confront such reality,
Jesus bids us, “pray always without
becoming weary” (Luke 18:1). Prayer
opens our eyes to see others from Jesus’
perspective, and leads us to work for
justice by coming to the aid of others with
what Pope Francis extols as a higher
standard, mercy. Thus, when Jesus asks,
“Will not God secure the rights of [God’s]
chosen ones? Will [God] be slow to
answer?” (18:7). We respond by making
God’s liberating work for others our own.
“[W]hen the Son of Man comes, will he
find faith on earth?” (18:8). Yes, we

respond—and mercy!

What Was Happening in the Eleventh

Century?

Making a holy pilgrimage to Jerusalem and visiting the sites
associated with the death and resurrection of the Lord was an act
of devotion to which many Christians aspired, but it was difficult.
From Europe it was a long journey over a rough terrain, means of
transportation were unreliable, and since the seventh century, the
area had been controlled by Muslim tribes, who were not always
welcoming to Christian visitors. In 1001, it looked like that might
change. The Patriarch of Constantinople, Basil Il, and Caliph Al-
Hakim bi-Amr Allah, who ruled over the Levant, signed a treaty
that guaranteed safe passage of Christians on pilgrimage to
Jerusalem. The Caliph was fifteen years old, and had assumed his
father’s position four years earlier at age eleven. Al-Hakim was
tolerant toward the “People of the Book,” which included both
Jews and Christians. There was a Christian woman in his father’s
harem, who might or might not have been Al-Hakim’s mother.
This woman had two brothers, perhaps his uncles, who were
Patriarchs of the Melkite Christian Church. Whether biologically
related or not, Al-Hakim was raised in the close proximity of
Christians.

It appeared that this treaty would make travel to the Holy Land

much safer, but it was not to last. Just three years later, Caliph Al-
Hakim, now 18, turned against his Christian family and began a
violent persecution of Christians. It is reported that he destroyed
as many as thirty thousand Christian Churches, and put to death
many clergy and laity including family members. Al-Hakim had his
troubles within the Islamic sects as well eventually breaking from
Islam to become a central figure in the Druze religion, an esoteric
Arab faith with elements of Islam, Judaism and Christianity as well
as some eastern concepts such as reincarnation. Some of the
Druze considered Caliph Al-Hakim divine or semi-divine. But that
is a complicated, though fascinating story beyond the scope of this
article.

In 1004, Caliph Al-Hakim bi-Amr Allah, enacted ordinances
requiring Jews and Christians to identify themselves by particular
items of clothing. Christians were to wear an iron cross, women of
both faiths must wear different colored shoes, one red, one black,
and all women must be veiled with their faces covered when
outside their own homes. The celebration of the major Christian
holidays was forbidden including Christmas, Epiphany and Easter,
and the use of wine for any purpose, including mass, was
outlawed. These laws remained in effect for ten years, while Al-
Hakim’s persecution of Christians continued to escalate. In 1009,
he ordered the destruction of the Holy Sepulcher Basilica in
Jerusalem, originally built by Constantine in the fourth century,
along with its associated chapels and buildings as well as nearby
Jewish synagogues and Torah scrolls. As the building was attacked
with sledge hammers and with fire, rubble fell and blocked some
portions, saving from destruction the tomb itself and several
other important relics. Rebuilding of the holy edifice would not
begin until 1043 under the authority of the Eastern Emperor
Constantine IX and Patriarch Nicephorus of Constantinople with
the permission of the Caliph who followed Al-Hakim. This more
modest structure was completed around 1048 and once again
Christians were allowed to travel to the place of Jesus’ death and
resurrection. In the middle of the twelfth century, crusaders
further excavated the site and extended the basilica to a much
larger size to include the various sacred places within the same
structure.

Now that pilgrimages were again possible, the necessity of
protecting pilgrims again became necessary. The military had
established orders of Knights, who were considered the
aristocracy of the warrior class. The knights were the best of the
warriors, riding the finest horses, and wearing chainmail armor to
protect themselves over their often colorful courtly tunics and
leggings. When not attending to battle, these knights would
engage in military-style contests against one another, with the
winners sometimes receiving special privileges from the king, or
even a royal daughter in marriage.

With the need to protect the pilgrimages, the idea of the courtly
knights moved into the realm of the Church, and the Religious
Orders of Knights came into existence.

And, so, the history of the Church continues.
