Br. Augustine Santoro makes First Profession 
with the Dominicans 

 

Br. Augustine Santoro, OP, will make his First Profession 
to the Dominican Order on Saturday, August 12

th
 at              

St. Dominic Church in Denver, Colorado with five other 
classmates. 
 

Br. Augustine (baptized John-Sebastian) is the son of     
Mr. Matthew A. Santoro and Joan Ann (Hayden, deceased 
in 2009) of Staten Island, NY.  They were members of Holy 
Child Church on Staten Island during Br. Augustine’s 
young adulthood. 
 

Br. Augustine attended St. Joseph by the Sea High School 
and St. John University in Queens where he studied      
philosophy and history.  This was preparation for seminary 
studies.  During several years of seminary study there was 
an inner      yearning for religious life.  In a sense, acting on 
this     yearning was delayed by several things until a spir-
itual   director concurred with him actively seeking a reli-
gious  congregation.  Br. Augustine pursued this, and    
applied to the Central Province.  He entered the novitiate in 
August 2016. 
 

Upon making profession Br. Augustine and his classmates 
will move to St. Dominic Priory in St. Louis and attend the 
Dominican theological school there, Aquinas Institute of 
Theology, located adjacent to St. Louis University.  He is a 
clerical candidate (priesthood). His program will be         
different from his classmates due to the several years of 
seminary studies that he has already completed.  He will 
have pastoral courses to complete for the M.Div. degree.
