A Mercy Moment (by Deacon Jim) 
REFLECTIONS by Bryan Thatcher, MD (Sep 21, 2015).  
These last few years have been difficult for many of us, 
if not all of us. It seems everyone I talk to is going 
through some sort of trial. It may be financial 
difficulties with accompanying economic 
uncertainties, divorce, poor health, death in the family, 
disappointments with teenagers, loneliness, relapse of 
addictions, and more. The list is endless, and the trial 
can be overwhelming. It is so easy to trust in God when 
all is well; it is a serious challenge when the world 
around us seems to be caving in. Some of our problems 
are self-induced, but many are not and are out of our 
control. How do we handle all the trials? In the midst of 
her own difficulties, St. Faustina wrote, "When I see 
that the burden is beyond my strength, I do not 
consider or analyze it or probe into it, but I run like a 
child to the Heart of Jesus and say only one word to 
(ÉÍȟ ͻ9ÏÕ ÃÁÎ ÄÏ ÁÌÌ ÔÈÉÎÇÓȭ !ÎÄ ÔÈÅÎ ) ËÅÅÐ ÓÉÌÅÎÔȟ 
because I know that Jesus himself will intervene in the 
matter, and as for me, instead of tormenting myself, I 
use that time to love Him"      (Diary of Saint Maria 
Faustina Kowlaska, 1033).
