Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
     This Sunday's Gospel concerns a question 
posed to Jesus about the resurrection of the 
dead. Jesus' opponents were asking Him if 
indeed it was supposed to happen. Jesus 
responded clearly that it would and that in the 
world to come the blessed would live in 
communion with God and the saints. 
     The Church's teaching on the final 
resurrection of the dead is based on this 
biblical teaching of Jesus. During the month of 
November, we are asked to prayerfully 
meditate upon the reality of eternal life and 
prepare ourselves for death and judgment. 
     The Church teaches us that when we die we 
appear before God and render an account of 
our lives to Him. This is our particular 
judgment. God then assigns us Heaven, 
Purgatory or Hell based on how we have lived. 
At the end of time, Jesus will come again to 
judge the living and the dead. At this time, all 
the dead will be raised, souls and bodies being 
reunited. Then will come general judgment 
where we will learn the purpose of our lives, 
how we fit into God's plan of salvation and how 
what we have done or failed to do impacted 
that plan for the positive or negative. After this 
judgment, the blessed will enter the New 
Jerusalem to be with God always and the 
condemned will enter eternal punishment. 
     Jesus' teaching on the eventual resurrection 
of the dead reminds us of the importance of 
giving the dead respect and proper burial. It is 
important that we pray for them and offer 
funeral Masses for them. When we do this we 
carry out a corporal work of mercy. Our God, 
Lord of the living and the dead, invites us to 
have hope in His mercy shown to all those He 
has created.
