Collection for Central and
Eastern Europe
Next Weekend

Bishop Serratelli has asked
all parishes to take a special
collection for the Church in
Central and Eastern Europe in
February.

Through your generosity,
this collection funds important
projects in 28 countries. These
projects include seminarian
education, youth ministry,
social service programs and
church construction and reno-
vation.

In Armenia, a grant was
provided to the Sisters of the
Immaculate Conception for a
summer camp for 850 children
who are orphans, live in ex-
treme poverty or reside in poor
isolated villages. In Romania,
funds were used to help in the
building of a Cathedral that
not only serves as a house of
prayer but also hosts activities
for children and youth. In
Montenegro, where societal
views portray the elderly as a
burden, a grant was provided
to create educational materials
in support of the dignity and
rights of seniors. In addition,
100 people were also given
training to advocate for the
rights of this marginalized
group.

These are just three exam-
ples of the work being done
with the help of this Collec-
tion.
