SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

First Reading: 1 Samuel 3:3b-10, 19 
This powerful story describes Samuel, who at the time was the 
servant of the high priest. The Lord called out to Samuel, who 
twice thought Eli had called him. They gradually realized that it 
was the Lord who called for him. So the third time Samuel 
answered and the Lord remained with Samuel as he grew. 
 
Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 6:13c-15a, 17-20 
Paul explains to the Corinthians that their body is a temple of 
the Holy Spirit. He tells them to avoid lewd conduct, and glorify 
God by keeping their bodies pure. 
 
Gospel: John 1:35-42 
John told two of his disciples that Jesus is the Lamb of God. 
They turned and followed him, immediately curious and 
attracted to him. Andrew told his brother Simon about Jesus. 
Simon also came to meet Jesus, who renamed him Cephas, or 
Peter. 
 

 ñCALLED AND  CHALLENGE Dò 
In todayôs readings we experience the call of the Lord and the 
response of those who are called. In our first reading, Samuel, 
who has been promised to the Lord from birth by his mother 
Hannah, hears the Lord call him. Samuel was not familiar with 
the Lordôs voice, but with the help of Eli he answered the Lord 
saying, ñSpeak Lord, your servant is listeningò, and the Lord 
continued to remain always with Samuel. In our 2

nd
 reading St. 

Paul reminds the Corinthians (and therefore us also) of Christôs 
call to remain pure and avoid sexual immorality. He instructs us 
to glorify the Lord with our body, which is the temple of the Holy 
Spirit. Your body belongs to Christ for ñyou have been purchased 
at a great price.ò Have you heard and answered the call of 
Christ? Do you know that ñwhoever is joined to the Lord becomes 
One Spirit with Him?ò Like Samuel, are you willing to say ñyour 
servant is listeningñ or do you usually filter out the Lordôs more 
difficult teachings, thereby turning your back on the Lordôs call? 
In todayôs Gospel we hear the powerful witness of Andrew who 
tells his brother Simon, ñWe have found the Messiah.ò Andrew 
encounters Christ when he overhears John the Baptist proclaim 
ñBehold, the Lamb of Godò; then Andrew followed the Lord. 
Jesus asks Andrew and another Disciple ñWhat are you looking 
for?ò Today Jesus asks you the same question, ñWhat are YOU 
looking for?ò How will you answer Jesusôs call to follow Him? The 
two disciples did follow and Christ challenged them to ñCOME 
AND SEE.ò Will you take the time necessary to get to know 
Christ in order to recognize His voice?  Jesus invites those of you 
who are serious searchers, who deeply desire to seek and know 
Christ, to a more intimate relationship. Take up His challenge of 
putting your faith into action. Purify your mind and body, seek 
only those things of God and surrender all to the Lord, becoming 
a committed witness to the Good News of Christ.  In todays 
readings all who were called by Christ answered óyesô to His 
challenge. TODAY, YOU ARE CALLED BY CHRIST TO THE 
SAME CHALLENGE.  WILL YOU RESPOND BY SAYING, 
ñHERE I AM LORD, I COME TO DO YOUR WILL.ò THIS IS THE 
LORDôS CHALLENGE. WHAT IS YOUR RESPONSE?  Want to 
know more about RCIA and receiving your Sacraments or 
about becoming a team member and a part of this rewarding 
ministry?
