Monday, April 15" — 6:45pm, Cathedral of St. John the Baptist in
Paterson, Bishop Serratelli will bless the Holy Oils to be used by
all parishes. All are welcome to attend at 6:45pm.

THE TRIDUUM
These three days of Holy Week are one continuous celebration
of our salvation. They begin with Holy Thursday and end with the
Easter Vigil.

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“AN OFFER YOU CAN’T REFUSE”

Humanity was created by God, in His Image. The first man was
not content to be the Image of God, but instead wanted to be
God. Now, through Jesus Christ, God’s purpose for humanity is
brought to completion. In a few days Jesus will celebrate the
Passover Meal with His twelve disciples. He has forever changed
the course of human events when He takes the bread and breaks
it saying “This is my body, take and eat it", and then giving
thanks, He took wine saying, “Take and drink, for this is my
Blood, the Blood of the New and Everlasting Covenant, which will
be shed for many, for the forgiveness of sins.” At Christ's Last
Supper, He institutes the Holy Eucharist, along with the
Priesthood; thus leaving you the gift of Himself, present at every
Mass. Will you be prepared to receive Him worthily by making a
good and honest confession? Jesus’s greatest gift Is revealed on
the Wood of the Cross, where he pours out His very life for you.
Do you remember the “Tree of Life”, which all Humanity was
forbidden to partake of, in the Garden of Eden ( Gen 3:22)? Now
it is made available to you by the new and everlasting “Tree of
Eternal Life”, on which Jesus is Crucified. He will empty Himself,
dying in humble obedience and self-giving love, in order to
restore the way to His Father and Eternal Life, which was lost by
Adam’s disobedience. There is no greater gift than to surrender
one’s life for another. You must be willing to serve God by dying-
to-self, giving hope, offering forgiveness and mercy , a helping
hand or a kind word to one in need .... this is your mission - Your
salvation rests on it. Following Christ means forgiving, being
non-judgmental and loving others unconditionally. It is not about
“you” but about “us.” With the words “Father Forgive them”
Jesus breathed His last. Jesus’s painful sacrifice, next Friday,
should awaken in you a spirit of self-reflection and deep ongoing
conversion, together with a longing to reflect Christ everyday, in
everyway. This means carrying your Cross, rising when you fall,
accepting a helping hand when you need it, always staying the
course, onward and upward, until reaching Heaven. You have
been ransomed at a great price, for it was not the nails that held
Jesus to the cross..... but His love for you! FROM THE CROSS,

PALM SUNDAY OF THE PASSION OF THE LORD

First Reading: Isaiah 50:4-7

Isaiah describes an individual who had been taught by God
to reach out to others. He also describes this Individual's
willingness to be beaten and spit upon, secure that with
God's help, he will not be disgraced.

Second Reading: Philippians 2:6-11

Paul discusses how Jesus did not declare equality with
God, but took on human form. He humbled himself enough
to accept dying on the cross. God in turn exalted him and
wants us to respect Jesus' name and worship him.

Gospel: Luke 22:14—23:56

Luke gives a detailed account of Jesus' last supper with the
apostles, where Jesus tells them he will soon suffer in
fulfillment of God's will. Then Jesus prayed that he might
be spared if it suited God's will. After Judas betrayed
Jesus, he was arrested. Although Pilate did not think Jesus
was guilty of a crime, he gave in to the will of the people,
and sentenced Jesus to death on a cross. Then Jesus was
crucified and his body laid in a new tomb.

The
Martin De Porres children attending the learning center are given an educational,
nurturing and safe place to go after school until working parents are home from work.

The women in the picture above are volunteers sorting through our donated clothing as
they set up for a thrift sale. Thrift sales are held twice a month. This is a beautiful
ministry with many hands making it possible!!

When you donate please bring clothing only. The thrift shop does not have the physical
space for other household items.

We typically bring the
clothes on a Tuesday morning once or twice a month. From start to finish it is about a
two-hour commitment.
