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SANCTUARY FUNDRAISING FOR PHASE II
(PAINTING)

Our new altar looks beautiful (Phase I). $130,000 of par-
ish funds went for the altar fabrication, total cost of which
was $156,000; remaining balance ($26,000) was paid
through individual donations.

Estimated cost for Phase II is $140,000. Individual do-
nations at this time total $86,470. Subtract $26,000 for Phase
I (altar fabrication), that leaves us with $60,470 in individual
donations. We had a bequest to the parish for $38,243 which
we have applied to the sanctuary project: $60,470 + $38,243
=$98,713.

Again, estimated cost for Phase II is $140,000. That
means we need another $41,287 to pay for Phase II. Those
who have been waiting to donate, please wait no longer!
Make your donation before the end of the year (and get a tax
write-off!).

- painting the dome like a night sky with stars: $10,000*

- painting two big murals at sides of altar (Old T. Prophets
Elijah & Elisha, and Our Lady of Mt. Carmel giving the
Brown Scapular to St. Simon Stock): $20,000 each*

- painting the mural behind the altar (angels in Heaven):
$10,000*

The estimated costs of other work to be done:

- stained glass sky light: $12,000

- removing the 2 statues in the sanctuary (St. Francis & St.
Catherine of Siena, patron saints of Italy) with marble back-
drops & mounting them on columns: $10,800.
