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Down through the ages, Christian  
communities have honored and      
remembered their dead.  We see their 
names on the walls and windows of 
churches and on grave markers in 
cemeteries.  We read their names in 

prayers of  intercession and recall their anniversaries.  
 

 Especially during the month of November - with its solem-
nity of All Saints and commemoration of All Souls - Catho-
lics both remember the dead and prepare for their own 
death. 
 

Again this year we have another opportunity to remember 
those who have died.  Our “Book of the Names of the 
Dead” will be displayed in the back of Church near the 
Baptismal font.  A candle is lit and placed nearby, symbol-
izing that the deceased have shared in the waters of Bap-
tism; dying with Christ and rising to new life.  The place-
ment of the book in this place gives us hope that our be-
loved dead now share in Christ’s Resurrection. 
 

Parishioners are invited to enter the names of loved ones 
who have died since this time last year .  The book will be 
left out from the solemnity of All Saints until the start of 
Advent.  All those who have been remembered will be 
prayed for during those intercessions at our liturgies in 
November.
