Pope Francis Message 

Last week, Pope Francis spoke of the importance of the bond of 

brotherhood and how easy it is for petty 

jealousies and envy to damage that bond and set 

off a process that can lead to the destruction of 

families and peoples.  Pope Francis used the 

story of Cain and Abel as an example   ð  hate 

begins with a tiny spark of jealousy or envy, and 

ends up growing so much that we see life only 

from that point of view: ñthe speck of sawdust 

becomes a plank in our eye, our life revolves around it and it ends 

up destroying the bond of brotherhood; it destroys fraternity.ò  It is 

not enough to just not harm others; thinking good thoughts and 

fostering good relationships is important as well.
